On September 4, 2014, the Board of Commissioners (Board) granted authority to enter into a Master
Agreement (MA) between the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago (District) and
Northwestern University (NU). Initially, this agreement was for an approximate period of three years to
terminate on September 9, 2017.

Authorization is requested to further amend and extend the MA between the District and NU through August
31, 2018. This amendment is due to a recent Research Project Specification with an anticipated completion
date beyond the current MA expiration date of September 9, 2017.

A project was authorized by the Board on August 6, 2015 for a laboratory study of two mainstream shortcut
biological nitrogen removal approaches. This project is under the supervision of the Monitoring and Research
Department and is expected to be completed by August 31, 2018.

Authorization to amend the Master Agreement with the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois to extend
the agreement termination date from December 31, 2018 to December 31, 2019

Dear Sir:

On September 19, 2002, the Board of Commissioners (Board) granted authority to enter into a Master
Agreement (MA) between the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago (District) and the
Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois on behalf of its Urbana-Champaign campus (U of I). Initially, this
agreement was for an approximate period of three years to terminate on December 31, 2005. On October 16,
2003, the Board granted authority to amend and extend the agreement for an additional three years to
December 31, 2008. On May 3, 2007, the Board granted the authority to extend the MA through December 31,
2010. On April 17, 2008, the Board granted the authority to formally include the University of Illinois Chicago
campus under the MA. On December 16, 2010, the Board granted the authority to extend the MA through
March 31, 2012. On March 15, 2012, the Board granted the authority to extend the MA through December 31,
2015. The Board authorized the last extension on August 6, 2015, extending the MA through December 31,
2018.

Authorization is requested to further amend and extend the MA between the District and the U of I through
December 31, 2019. This amendment is due to recent Research Project Specifications with anticipated
completion dates beyond the current MA expiration date of December 31, 2018.

A previous project was authorized by the Board on June 18, 2015, for Contract 15-833-5F Watershed Specific
Release Rate Study, Phase I for the Illinois State Water Survey to conduct Phase I of a Watershed Specific
Release Rate Study for the Watershed Management Ordinance. This project is under the supervision of the
Engineering Department.  This is a 15-month project expected to be completed sometime in 2016.

A previous project was authorized by the Board on August 6, 2015 for Project Specification - Development of
Molecular Tool to Monitor Microbial Populations Responsible for Enhanced Biological Phosphorus Removal at
the Stickney Water Reclamation Plant. This project is under the supervision of the Monitoring and Research
(M&R) Department, and is expected to be completed by August 15, 2016.

Also, the Executive Director has authorized a project “Use of Multifunctional Perennial Buffer Strips in
Reducing the Nutrient Loss from Agricultural Fields.” This project will be under the supervision of the M&R
Department, and a request was submitted for Board approval at the July 7, 2016 meeting. This project is
expected to be completed by December 31, 2019.

Over the course of the MA, various colleges at the U of I, such as the College of Engineering and the College
of Health Sciences, have provided valuable expertise and collaborative support to our operating departments.
The MA has provided a vehicle to expedite collaboration as organizational needs developed.  The continuation
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of this relationship in the future, would be beneficial to address any emerging issues, problems, and
challenges that would impact the District’s operations.

Since the required services under the MA are professional in nature, they are not adaptive to award by
competitive bidding. Therefore, it is requested that the extension of the termination date be authorized without
advertising, as stated in Section 11.4 of the Purchasing Act.
This amendment is in compliance with the Illinois Criminal Code, since the change is due to circumstances not
reasonably foreseeable at the time the contract was signed, and is in the best interest of the District.

The
Monitoring and Research (M&R) Department’s Organic Compounds Analytical Laboratory at the Egan WRP is
the sole location for the analysis of volatile organic compounds (VOC) for the District. The VOC analysis is
required by permits, regulations, and ordinances including: water reclamation plant influent and effluent
samples for compliance with NPDES permits, biosolids samples for compliance with the USEPA Part 503 rule,
industrial discharges to ensure that dischargers are in compliance with the industrial pretreatment regulations,
and the monitoring of the water quality in the Chicago area waterways to meet the IEPA designated Water
Quality Standard.

Authorization is requested to issue a purchase order and enter into a joint funding agreement with the United
States Department of the Interior - US Geological Survey (USGS) for the maintenance and operation of eight
streamflow gaging stations and two rain gages within Cook County.

The eight streamflow gaging stations are located as follows:

� Salt Creek at Rolling Meadows

� Salt Creek near Elk Grove Village

� Salt Creek at Western Springs

� Des Plaines River at Lyons

� North Branch of the Chicago River at Deerfield

� North Shore Channel at Wilmette

� Natalie Creek at Midlothian

� Tinley Creek near Palos Park

In addition to the streamflow gages, this agreement also provides for maintenance and operation of one rain
gage on Salt Creek at Rolling Meadows and one rain gage on Natalie Creek at Midlothian.

The work to be performed by the USGS includes services of individuals possessing a high degree of
professional skill where the ability or fitness of the individual plays an important part.  Therefore, the services
obtained are not adaptive to award by competitive bidding pursuant to Section 11.4 of the Purchasing Act.

The total cost of operating and maintaining these eight gaging stations and two rain gages is $115,250.00.
The District will be the sole funding source for these gages. The estimated 2016 expenditure is expected to be
$28,812.50 and the estimated 2017 expenditure is expected to be $86,437.50.  Services under this agreement
will commence October 1, 2016 and extend through September 30, 2017.

The data collected at these sites by the USGS will be used in conjunction with the USGS data from other sites
funded by the US Army Corps of Engineers, the Illinois Department of Natural Resources, and the USGS
under joint funding agreements.  The USGS is the recognized expert in the measurement and reporting of
streamflow data.  The District’s participation in the USGS program will protect the integrity of data and will help
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in the development of valuable historical records at the gage locations.  The District first provided funding for
eight gages in 2006.  On March 21, 2013, the Board of Commissioners approved an amendment to the
previous joint funding agreement to install a gage on the North Shore Channel at Wilmette, used for Lake
Michigan discretionary diversion accounting and to assess the operational impacts of the Wilmette Pumping
Station on the Chicago Area Waterway System. The District is currently joint-funding nine streamflow gages
and two rain gages. However, the USGS is changing its policy to assigning a sole funding source for each
gage. As a result, for the 2016- 2017 program, the District will no longer provide funding for the station on
Deer Creek near Chicago Heights but instead fully fund stations on North Branch Chicago River at Deerfield
and Tinley Creek near Palos Park (partial funding provided in previous years), along with the rest of the six
gaging stations. The Deer Creek gage will be funded entirely by USGS. These changes will slightly increase
the District’s funding level by $3,850.00. All of the gaging stations provide data that the District has used in the
development of its Detailed Watershed Plans and will continue to use in future planning and design of capital
improvement projects. Further, ensuring the long-term continuity of the data collected by the USGS at the
aforementioned gages is an important element of the service that the District provides under its Stormwater
Management Program.

The USGS is a non-profit governmental agency and is therefore not required to register as a corporation with
the State of Illinois.

Authorization is requested to issue a purchase order and enter into an agreement with DHI Water &
Environment, Inc. (DHI) for professional engineering services for Contract 16-835-3C Energy Neutrality
Feasibility Study at the Egan and Hanover Park WRPs.

On October 16, 2014, the Board of Commissioners granted its approval to enter into a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) with Aarhus Vand A/S of Denmark (Aarhus Water) for engaging in a knowledge
exchange program.  As part of the collaborative agreement between the District and Aarhus Water, a number
of common interests were identified, including energy management/energy neutrality, wastewater operations,
and process control monitoring.  The District has been working towards the goal of energy neutrality by the
year 2023.  DHI, as a consultant to Aarhus Water, provided professional engineering services for the Ega
Water Treatment Plant in Denmark, which this year will become the first wastewater treatment facility in the
world to produce 50 percent more energy than it consumes.  Through the MOU, the District has had an
opportunity to learn about DHI's software technology related to energy management and process control
monitoring.

The scope of work consists of performing a feasibility assessment for energy neutrality at the Egan and
Hanover Park WRPs.  The study will include four individual work packages and a workshop.  Work Package 1
(WP1) will consist of the gathering and analysis of plant operational data by DHI to establish a baseline for
process performance and energy consumption.  Work Package 2 (WP2) will consist of site visits by DHI to
perform interviews with District staff and gather additional data on facilities and controls at each of the plants.
DHI will then prepare a catalog and present a one day Optimization Workshop for the District to review a list of
feasible optimization alternatives to be explored by DHI.  In Work Package 3 (WP3), DHI will combine
optimization alternatives into various scenarios that will be tested using DHI's process model software to
determine each scenario's impact on energy production, energy consumption and effluent quality, while also
assessing all applicable costs, resulting in a ranked list of optimization scenarios.  Work Package 4 (WP4) will
include developed and detailed descriptions of the two highest ranked scenarios, which the District will be able
to use to initiate subsequent future engineering projects.

The time allowed for services to be performed under this agreement is 250 days from the date of the notice to
proceed.  There are no provisions in the agreement for extension of time except for such reasonable period as
may be agreed upon between parties.
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Deliverables to be provided under this agreement include:

- WP1 Technical Memorandum - Plant Performance Baseline and Success Factor Prioritization
- WP2 Technical Memorandum - Process Limitation Analysis and Optimization Alternatives
- Optimization Concept Workshop hosted by DHI
- WP3 Technical Memorandum - Optimization Scenario Analysis and Ranking
- WP4 Technical Memorandum - Detailed Optimization Scenario Implementation Plan

DHI, the sole source provider of the DIMS.CORE software application and engineering services related to
wastewater treatment plant optimization and energy neutrality, has submitted a proposal in the amount of
$353,841.97 for the professional services required.  The Engineering Department has reviewed the proposal
and found it to be acceptable.

It is estimated that over 13 persons will be working on the contract at various times with an anticipated total of
2,004 man-hours.  The average payroll rate will be approximately $67.14.

DHI shall be paid an hourly rate based on the direct labor rate in effect for the year the work is performed,
times an overall multiplier of 2.36, plus reimbursable direct costs, up to a total amount not to exceed
$353,841.97.

On April 7, 2016, the Board of Commissioners authorized the Director of Procurement and Materials
Management to issue a purchase order and enter into an agreement with Quarles and Brady LLP, to represent
the District in two proceedings before the ICC in 2016. One proceeding is the Rate Design case in which
ComEd is asking the Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC) to set new rates beginning in the year 2017. The
other proceeding is the Energy Efficiency Self-Direct Program in which ComEd asks the ICC to set its
administrative costs for administering ComEd’s energy efficiency program. During these proceedings, the
REACT Coalition (Request Equitable Allocation of Costs Together) will advocate for the interests of large
ComEd customers, including the District. It is anticipated that ComEd will initiate both proceedings prior to the
end of 2016, and they will continue into the year 2017.

As of May 1, 2016, long-time legal counsel for REACT, Christopher Townsend and Christopher Skey, left
Quarles and Brady LLP, and joined the law firm of Clark Hill, PLC, while continuing their legal representation
of REACT. As a result of counsel moving law firms shortly after the Board authorized the purchase order on
April 7, 2016, no purchase order was issued, no Legal Services Agreement was executed, and no legal work
was performed by the law firm of Quarles & Brady LLP. Hereinafter, the funds that were previously authorized
will be used to pay the District’s share of legal fees generated by the law firm of Clark Hill, PLC, once the
District executes a Legal Services Agreement with Clark Hill, PLC. The rates of $595.00 per hour for
Christopher Townsend and $495.00 per hour for Christopher Skey remain the same as the rates that Quarles
and Brady LLP charged.

It is recommended that the District continue as a member of REACT to have a voice in opposing any rate
increase by ComEd and advocating for change to ComEd’s energy efficiency program by funding Clark Hill,
PLC, to represent the interests of the District and similarly situated users in the two upcoming proceedings
before the ICC.

The REACT coalition was formed by some members of NEU (Northern Illinois Energy Users), an ad hoc
association of some of the largest industrial, commercial and institutional energy users in the Chicago area
who will be adversely affected by the proposed increase. The District has been a member for the REACT
coalition since 2008. REACT’s effort thus far has delayed and reduced the rate increase and has resulted in
approximately $3.76M in total savings for the District.

It is hereby recommended that the Board of Commissioners authorize the Director of Procurement and
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Materials Management to issue a purchase order and enter into an agreement with Clark Hill, PLC, in an
amount not to exceed $75,000.00 to represent the District’s interests in the 2016 rate design and energy
efficiency proceedings for the remainder of the year 2016 and into the year 2017. Funds for the year 2017 are
contingent upon the Board’s approval of the budget for that year.

Once the two proceedings are underway, the Maintenance and Operations Department will review and assess
the need for additional funds to continue the District’s participation as a member of REACT. If needed, we will
request Board authorization for additional funds.

Pump Station Pump at Calumet Water Reclamation Plant, to Mid-America Dynamics, Inc. (MAD), in an
amount not to exceed $73,194.00. The scheduled contract completion date is December 31, 2016.

As of July 8, 2016, the attached list of change orders has been approved. The effect of this change order
resulted in an increase in the amount of $40,000.00 from the original amount awarded of $73,194.00. The
current contract value is $113,194.00. The prior approved change order reflects a 54.65% increase to the
original contract value.

While the monitoring of the Calumet TARP pumps was being performed, the District had repeated issues with
Blower 2 at the Stickney Water Reclamation Plant (SWRP). On the initial start-up following a blower repair, the
motor experienced a ground fault. The motor provider (Siemens) took the motor apart in an attempt to
determine a cause of the issues, but it believes that the failures were not caused by the motor. Although there
has been no conclusive evidence of the cause of the ongoing issues, Howden Roots (the blower provider) and
Siemens agreed to split the cost to repair the motor. As part of the agreement, Siemens requested that
vibration testing be performed on the blower and motor system to provide data to be used in determining a
cause for the blower issues. It was determined to be in the best interest of the District to provide an
independent analysis for the vibration monitoring, and the District engineers involved with the vibration
monitoring performed on the TARP pumps felt that MAD was capable of performing the same analysis on
Blower 2.

The Blower 2 motor was rebuilt by Siemens and returned to SWRP for reinstallation. MAD has performed
testing on the motor during start-up, running and shutdown conditions. During several start-ups, a high
vibration was detected in a specific speed range. MAD has proposed to run additional testing with a high data
capture rate to determine the conditions under which the vibration occurs and to transmit this data to Siemens
and Howden Roots for their review and comment. Additionally, the services of MAD will be utilized on an as-
needed basis for the analysis of other similar District rotating equipment.

This change order is in compliance with the Illinois Criminal Code since the change is due to circumstances
not reasonably foreseeable at the time the contract was signed, and is in the best interest of the District.

Materials, L.P.  A purchase order was established in an amount of $45,040,000.00 to reimburse Vulcan for the
estimated hard costs associated with the Agreement. The contract is scheduled to expire in 2027.

Item 2: An increase in the estimate of Item 8.3.F, Short Bench Mining in an amount of $1,600,000.00, from an
amount of $3,900,000.00, to an amount of $5,500,000.00.  As Stage 1 nears completion, it is necessary for
Vulcan to remove a substantial portion of the mining ramp that provides access to Stage 1.  The ramp is
currently 100 feet wide and will be trimmed to 50 feet wide in order to realize 130,000,000 gallons of storage
volume.  Trimming the ramp requires specialized mining techniques not normally used in production mining as
well as additional equipment and labor to scale the wall, remove rock from the smaller ledges and haul it to the
crusher.  With very little room for error in this process, the additional efforts are required to ensure the ramp is
left at 50 feet wide and to minimize over-break which might otherwise render the ramp useless.  The value of
the increase reflects the additional costs for ramp removal not originally anticipated, as well as inflation since
the original estimate in 2003.

Composite Reservoir, Calumet Service Area, to F.H. Paschen, S.N. Nielsen and Associates LLC and Cabo
Construction Corporation, Joint Venture, in an amount not to exceed $67,775,617.14.  The scheduled contract
completion date was June 30, 2016.

Authorization to negotiate an intergovernmental agreement with the City of Oak Forest for a Flood Control
Project on Natalie Creek in Midlothian and Oak Forest, Illinois

Dear Sir:

Authorization is requested to negotiate an intergovernmental agreement (IGA) with the City of Oak Forest
(City) to outline certain responsibilities associated with the proposed Flood Control Project on Natalie Creek in
Midlothian and Oak Forest, Illinois.

On September 9, 2013, the Board of Commissioners authorized the District to negotiate an intergovernmental
agreement (IGA) with the Village of Midlothian (Village) and other entities for stormwater projects approved
under its Phase II Stormwater Management Program, including the above captioned project.

On August 7, 2014, authorization to issue a purchase order and enter into an agreement with Burns and
McDonnell Engineering Company, Inc. for professional engineering services for Contract 14-252-5C,
Preliminary Engineering for a Flood Control Project on Natalie Creek, was granted by the Board of
Commissioners.  The Preliminary Engineering study was completed in January 2016, in which a
recommended flood control alternative was selected, and on March 17, 2016 authorization to issue a purchase
order and enter into an agreement with Burns and McDonnell Engineering Company, Inc. for professional
engineering services for Contract 14-252-3F, Final Design for a Flood Control Project on Natalie Creek, was
granted by the Board of Commissioners.

The recommended project limits extend from approximately 157th Street and Central Park Avenue in Oak
Forest to 146th Street and Pulaski Road in Midlothian for a total distance of nearly 16,000 feet along Natalie
Creek.  The proposed project will address overbank flooding by upsizing restrictive culverts, widening the
channel at several locations, and creating a new stormwater storage basin along the creek.  The District
intends to negotiate with both the City and the Village for maintenance of the proposed improvements within
their respective jurisdictions and other project considerations.

Based on the foregoing, it is requested that the Board of Commissioners grant authority to negotiate an IGA
with the City of Oak Forest for a Flood Control Project on Natalie Creek.  After the parties agree in principle,
authority to enter into IGAs will be sought from the Board of Commissioners.

In addition, the IGA requires the City and the Village to commit a
minimum of $4,889,500.00 and $1,460,500.00, respectively, over a maximum 10-year period toward future
stormwater infrastructure improvements.

Dear Sir:

On October 16, 2014, the Board of Commissioners granted authority to enter into an intergovernmental
agreement (IGA) with the Chicago Public Schools (CPS) to install green infrastructure (GI) at various Chicago
public schools, at a maximum of $500,000 per school, for a maximum of 30 schools, not to exceed $3,000,000
per year for five years, starting in 2015. Thereafter, it was determined that the number of schools funded in
any given year may change and therefore, greater flexibility was needed to fund a total of 30 schools over the
duration of the District’s participation. Consequently, on December 3, 2015, the Board of Commissioners
amended its authority, thereby authorizing the District to enter into an IGA with CPS for an amount not to
exceed $15,000,000, at a maximum of $500,000 per school for a maximum of 30 schools, with flexibility as to
the number of schools funded in any given year. On July 21, 2016, the District and CPS fully executed the
IGA.

During the course of the negotiations of the IGA, CPS asked the District to fund an additional amount not to
exceed $1,000,000 for the design of green infrastructure at playgrounds and ancillary components thereto at
10 of the 30 schools that are or will be part of the IGA. Additionally, it was determined that in order to complete
GI at 30 schools, an extra year (through 2020) would be needed.  Finally, it was determined that additional
documentation would be needed to provide for flow metering at certain CPS schools. Rather than delay the
execution of the IGA, District and CPS staff agreed that it would be most efficient to amend the IGA to address
the above-referenced issues.

Based on the foregoing, the Engineering Department recommends that the Board authorize staff to negotiate
and enter into an amendment to the IGA wherein the District will increase its financial commitment by an
amount not to exceed $1,000,000, extend the District’s participation with CPS through 2020, and further
document the District’s flow metering at certain CPS sites.  It is further requested that the Chairman of the
Committee on Finance, the Executive Director, and the Clerk be authorized to execute said amendment to the
IGA on behalf of the District upon approval by the Director of Engineering as to technical matters and by the
General Counsel as to form and legality.

Funds in Account 501-50000-612400 for the estimated expenditures from 2017 through 2020 will be
contingent on the Board of Commissioners’ approval of the District’s budget for those years.

WHEREAS, the 87th Annual Bud Billiken® Parade Royal Court for 2016 are:  King Zachary Carter, Queen
Naomi Smith, Prince Jacob Joiner, Princess Taylor Adams, Lord Antoni Scott, Lady Tyannha Campbell, and
Royal Advisors Caitlyn Smith and Jeremiah Hudson; and

WHEREAS, initially, Mr. Abbot had created a day for members of the Bud Billiken® Club and the youth who
sold his newspapers to be an annual event in November.  However, by 1929, the day of fun “morphed” into a
summer-time celebration and parade.  Therefore, in 1929, Mr. Abbott expanded on the Bud Billiken® concept
to include the Parade.  The parade’s purpose was as a way to give inner city children a creative outlet and a

P R E A M B L E S 

— WHEREAS — 

 A. The Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago, County of Cook, 

State of Illinois (the “District”) is a duly organized and operating sanitary district, body politic 

and corporate, and unit of local government under the constitution and laws of the State of 

Illinois. 

 B. The District operates, inter alia, under the following Illinois acts and laws, in each 

case as amended: 

 1. the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District Act (the “Act”); 

 2. the Local Government Debt Reform Act (the “Debt Reform Act”) relating 

to borrowing; and 

 3. the Property Tax Extension Limitation Law (the “Limitation Law”) relating 

to certain ad valorem property tax limits. 

 C. The District is governed by a duly constituted Board of Commissioners (the 

“Board” or the “Board of Commissioners”), and the tax extension officer for the District is the 

County Clerk (the “County Clerk”) of The County of Cook, Illinois (the “County”). 

 D. Pursuant to the provisions of Section 9.6a of the Act, the Board is authorized to 

issue bonds to provide funds required for the replacing, remodeling, completing, altering, 
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constructing and enlarging of sewage treatment works, administrative buildings, water quality 

improvement projects, or flood control facilities, and additions therefor, including, but not 

limited to, the construction of pumping stations, tunnels, conduits, intercepting sewers and outlet 

sewers, together with the equipment, including air pollution equipment, and appurtenances 

thereto, to acquire property, real, personal or mixed, necessary for said purposes, and for costs 

and expenses for the acquisition of the sites and rights-of-way necessary thereto, and for 

engineering expenses for designing and supervising the construction of such works and other 

related and incidental expenses (collectively, the “Capital Improvement Purposes”), which said 

Section 9.6a, as amended, authorizes the issuance of bonds for such purposes on or before 

December 31, 2024, without a referendum, in an aggregate amount at any one time outstanding 

not to exceed 3.35% of the equalized assessed valuation of all taxable property within the 

District; provided, that the amount of such bonds issued during any one budget year shall not 

exceed $150,000,000, plus the amount of any bonds authorized by said section to be issued 

during the three budget years next preceding the year of issuance but which were not issued; but, 

provided, further, that such limitation is not applicable (i) to the issuance of obligations to refund 

bonds, notes or other evidences of indebtedness, (ii) to obligations (the “RLF Obligations”) 

issued to provide for the repayment of money received from the Water Pollution Control 

Revolving Fund of the State of Illinois (the “RLF”) for the construction or repair of wastewater 

treatment works, and (iii) to obligations issued as part of the American Recovery and 

Reinvestment Act of 2009, issued prior to January 1, 2011, that are commonly known as “Build 

America Bonds” as authorized by Section 54AA of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended. 

 E. The Board has considered the conditions of the plant, equipment and flood control 

facilities of the District and the work and acquisitions which are Capital Improvement Purposes 
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which are necessary or advisable in order to serve the needs of the residents and the mission of 

the District. 

 F. The State of Illinois, acting through the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency 

(the “IEPA”), may make a loan or loans to the District from the RLF for certain qualifying 

Capital Improvement Purposes, the designations for which are or shall be on file from time to 

time in the office of the District Clerk with total estimated projects costs of not to exceed 

$430,000,000 (the “Series 2016 IEPA Projects”). 

 G. By ordinances duly adopted pursuant to said Section 9.6a, the Board has heretofore 

provided for the issuance of bonds from 1969 to date. 

 H. It is deemed advisable and necessary that additional bonds in the principal amount 

of not to exceed $430,000,000 be authorized to be issued from time to time pursuant to the 

provisions of said Section 9.6a to provide funds for the Series 2016 IEPA Projects, and it is 

hereby determined that the aggregate amount of bonds now outstanding and unpaid, together 

with the bonds herein proposed to be authorized, will not exceed the applicable limitations 

imposed by law. 

 I. The bonds herein to be authorized are non-referendum general obligation bonds, the 

taxes for which are subject to the limitations set forth in the Limitation Law; and, accordingly, 

the bonds shall be issued as “limited bonds” under the provisions of Section 15.01 of the Debt 

Reform Act. 

 J. The bonds herein authorized are general obligation bonds; and the Board has 

previously called, noticed, and held a hearing with respect to the sale of the Bonds pursuant to 

the provisions of the Bond Issue Notification Act, as amended, and such hearing was duly 

adjourned not less than seven days ago. 
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 K. Certain additional powers in the issuance of bonds are granted to units of local 

government, including the District, pursuant to the provisions of the Debt Reform Act, and it is 

the intention of the District to issue the bonds hereinafter authorized in part pursuant to the 

provisions of the Debt Reform Act in order to avail of the additional powers so granted.  

NOW THEREFORE BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of 

the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago, Cook County, Illinois, as 

follows: 

 Section 1. Definitions.  A. Words and terms used in this Ordinance shall have the 

meanings assigned them unless the context or use clearly indicates another or different meaning 

is intended.  Words and terms defined in the singular may be used in the plural and vice-versa.  

Reference to any gender shall be deemed to include the other and also inanimate persons such as 

corporations, where applicable. 

“Act” is defined in the preambles. 

“Advance for Value” means a receipt of funds from the IEPA under a Loan Agreement 

and relative to a Bond which is a loan advance on and partial purchase price consideration for 

such Bond, to be evidenced as provided in the Bond form. 

“Available Base” means the amount of Extension of taxes available to the District in any 

given calendar year under the Debt Service Extension Base, after subtracting Extensions for all 

previously issued bonds the Extension for which will be chargeable against the Debt Service 

Extension Base in such year. 

“Board” and “Board of Commissioners” are defined in the preambles. 

“Bond” or “Bonds” means one or more, as applicable, of the not to exceed $430,000,000 

General Obligation Limited Tax Capital Improvement Bonds, Series 2016 IEPA Projects, 

authorized to be issued by this Ordinance. 
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“Bond Account” means the Bond and Interest Account established for the Bonds 

pursuant to (Section 11 of) this Ordinance. 

“Bond Register” means the books of the District kept by the Bond Registrar to evidence 

the registration and transfer of the Bonds.  

“Bond Registrar” means the Treasurer of the District or, if appointed by the Treasurer to 

act as his or her agent, a successor bank with trust powers or a trust company, duly authorized to 

do business as a bond registrar and paying agent, as herein required. 

“Business Day” means any day other than a day on which banks in New York, New 

York, Chicago, Illinois, or the city in which the Bond Registrar maintains its principal corporate 

trust office are required or authorized to close. 

“Capital Improvement Purposes” is defined in the preambles. 

“Clerk” means the Clerk of the District. 

“Code” means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. 

“County” is defined in the preambles. 

“County Clerk” is defined in the preambles. 

“Current Collection” means the taxes in fact received by the District from the County 

Treasurer from a given Extension up to the date payment is due upon bonds, which payment is to 

be made from such Extension, plus that amount, if any, received in the year preceding such 

payment date as the collection of delinquent taxes from prior years allocable to the levy for all 

Limited Bonds of the District and General Funds. 

“Debt Reform Act” is defined in the preambles. 

“Debt Service Extension Base” means the debt service extension base of the District as 

provided by the Limitation Law, currently, $159,305,390, and as subject to change from time to 

time. 
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“Designated Officers” means the officers of the District as follows: 

President of the Board (elective), Treasurer of the District (appointive), Chairman 

of the Committee on Finance (elective), Executive Director (appointive) and 

Clerk (appointive); provided that any act required of more than one of such 

officers shall be done by not less than one elected officer and one appointive 

officer. 

“District” is defined in the preambles. 

“Extension” means the amount of taxes in fact extended for collection by the County 

Clerk based upon a levy, which extension is calculable by the sum of taxable property multiplied 

by the rate (in percent, mils or decimal, as appropriate) of taxation applied for such levy.  

“Face Amount” means the authorized maximum amount of any Bond, as stated on its 

face. 

“IEPA” is defined in the preambles. 

“Future Limited Bonds” means Limited Bonds to be issued by the District in the future. 

“General Funds” means any and all funds of the District, other than the Bond Fund, 

from which payments may lawfully be made to pay principal of or interest on the Bonds. 

“Limitation Law” is defined in the preambles. 

“Limited Bonds” means limited bonds issued under Section 15.01 of the Debt Reform 

Act. 

“Loan Agreement” or “Loan Agreements” means the one or more agreements between 

the District and the IEPA, substantially in the form the District has in the past executed with the 

IEPA, which previous agreements are on file in the office of the Clerk, providing for the advance 

of funds from the IEPA to the District to pay the costs of the Project. 
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“Loss in Current Collection” means the difference between an Extension and the Current 

Collection from such Extension. 

“Nonreferendum Base Bonds” means bonds of any kind, other than Limited Bonds, the 

levy (and resulting Extension) for which is chargeable against (i.e., deductible from) the Debt 

Service Extension Base in a given year. 

“Ordinance” means this Ordinance, numbered as set forth on the title page and adopted 

by the Board on the 4th day of August, 2016. 

“Prior Limited Bonds” means Limited Bonds previously issued for which taxes have 

been levied which are allocable to the Debt Service Extension Base, the details of which are on 

file in the Offices of the Clerk and the Treasurer. 

“Repayment Schedule” means a repayment schedule for a Bond promulgated by the 

IEPA pursuant to a Loan Agreement and within the delegated parameters as set by this 

Ordinance. 

“RLF” is defined in the preambles. 

“RLF Obligations” is defined in the preambles. 

“Series 2016 IEPA Projects” is defined in the preambles. 

“Taxes” means the direct annual taxes so defined in (Section 10 of) this Ordinance. 

“Treasurer” means the Treasurer of the District. 

 B. Definitions also appear in the preambles hereto or in specific sections, as appear 

below.  The headings in and the table of contents preceding this Ordinance are for the 

convenience of the reader and are not a part of this Ordinance. 
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 Section 2. Incorporation of Preambles. 

The Board hereby finds that the recitals contained in the preambles to this Ordinance are 

true, correct and complete; and the Board does incorporate same into this Ordinance by this 

reference. 

 Section 3. Authorization of Bonds. 

The District has heretofore issued various series of bonds as authorized under 

Section 9.6a of the Act pursuant to the authority of various ordinances.  None of the bonds issued 

hereunder shall be issued prior to loan approval by the IEPA, which approval shall occur in or 

after 1996, and accordingly, all of the bonds issued hereunder shall be RLF Obligations.  It is in 

the judgment of the Board necessary and appropriate to authorize by this Ordinance not to 

exceed $430,000,000 additional bonds pursuant to the authority of the aforesaid Section 9.6a for 

the Series 2016 IEPA Projects.  Bonds of the District are hereby authorized to be issued in the 

aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $430,000,000 to provide for all or part of the funds 

required for the Series 2016 IEPA Projects pursuant to the Act and the Reform Act. 

 Section 4. Terms of the Bonds.  

Each Bond shall be designated “General Obligation Limited Tax Capital Improvement 

Bond, Series 2016 IEPA Projects”.  Each Bond shall be dated as of the first Advance for Value 

on such Bond.  The amount of each Bond issued, being the sum of the amounts as shown as 

Advances for Value, not in excess of its Face Amount, less in each case principal payments made 

from time to time thereon, shall be the “Outstanding Principal Amount” of such Bond.  The 

Outstanding Principal Amount of the Bonds from time to time outstanding shall bear interest at 

the rate of not to exceed 5.0% per annum.  The Outstanding Principal Amount of the Bonds shall 

become due and payable not later than thirty (30) years from date and sooner if pursuant to a 

schedule of repayment (a “Repayment Schedule”) determined in accordance with the Loan 
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Agreements for such Bonds; provided, however, that a Repayment Schedule, in order to be 

enforceable, shall comply with each of the following terms: 

 (1) The Repayment Schedule shall be set forth in or as part of each Bond; at 

such time as the IEPA may promulgate same; 

 (2) Payments shall be scheduled only for July 1 and January 1;  

 (3) The Repayment Schedule shall provide for substantially level semiannual 

installments of principal and interest (collectively) within a range of $50; and 

 (4) The final payment on any Bond shall not be later than 30 years after its date 

of issuance (“Final Maturity”).   

Each Bond shall bear interest on the Outstanding Principal Amount from time to time at the rate 

provided, in each case from the time advanced until paid or duly provided for, such interest 

computed on the basis of a 365-day year and being payable at maturity and on the dates provided 

in the Repayment Schedule for such Bond.  The interest on and all installments of principal of 

each Bond shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America upon presentation 

at the office of the Bond Registrar; provided, however, that so long as any agency of the State of 

Illinois or of the U.S. Government or a financial institution is the registered owner as shown by 

the Bond Register, then such payments shall be made by check or draft of the Bond Registrar to 

the registered owner, which check or draft shall be payable in lawful money of the United States 

of America, and mailed not less than four (4) Business Days prior to the date when due to the 

address of the Registered Owner as set forth in the Bond Register, or at such other address as is 

furnished in writing to the Bond Registrar; and, provided further, that the final installment of 

principal and interest, when due, shall only be payable upon presentation of the Bond. 

Each Bond and the installments thereon are subject to redemption and prepayment prior 

to maturity, at the option of the District, in whole or in part, from any available funds, on any 
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date, at the redemption price of par plus accrued interest to the date fixed for redemption.  Any 

partial prepayment shall be applied in the inverse chronological order of installments of 

principal.  Unless waived by the Bond Registrar, the District shall notify the Bond Registrar of 

the redemption and prepayment of any Bond not less than 45 days prior to the date of 

redemption.  Unless waived by the registered owner of the Bond to be redeemed, official notice 

of any such redemption and prepayment shall be given by the Bond Registrar on behalf of the 

District by mailing the redemption notice by registered or certified mail not less than 30 days and 

not more than 60 days prior to the date fixed for redemption to the registered owner of the Bond 

at the address shown on the Bond Register or at such other address as is furnished in writing by 

such registered owner to the Bond Registrar.  All official notices of redemption shall include at 

least the information as follows: 

 (1) the amount of the Bond to be redeemed; 

 (2) the redemption date; 

 (3) the redemption price; 

 (4) a statement that on the redemption date the redemption price will become 

due and payable upon such Bond or portion thereof so called for redemption and that 

interest thereon shall cease to accrue from and after said date; and 

 (5) the place where such Bond is to be surrendered for payment of the 

redemption price, which place of payment shall be the principal office of the Bond 

Registrar. 

Prior to any redemption date, the District shall deposit with the Bond Registrar an amount of 

money sufficient to pay the redemption price.  Notice of redemption having been given as 

aforesaid, the Bond or portion thereof so to be redeemed shall, on the redemption date, become 

due and payable at the redemption price therein specified, and from and after such date (unless 
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the District shall default in the payment of the redemption price) such Bond or portion thereof 

shall cease to bear interest.  Upon surrender of the Bond for redemption and prepayment in 

accordance with said notice, such Bond or relevant portion shall be paid by the Bond Registrar at 

the redemption price.  For a partial redemption of a Bond, a new Bond in the amount of unpaid 

principal shall be executed and delivered to the holder of the partially redeemed Bond. 

 Section 5. Amendment of Bonds.  

The rights and obligations of the District and of the owners of the Bonds may from time 

to time be modified or amended by a supplemental ordinance adopted by the Board with the 

written consent of the registered owners of all Bonds then outstanding.  Ownership of Bonds for 

purposes of consent by the registered owners thereof shall be conclusively proved by the Bond 

Register.  In obtaining or receiving the consents of registered owners, the District may establish 

reasonable rules of procedure including, without limitation, rules relating to (i) a record date to 

fix the registered owners who are entitled to vote, (ii) solicitation of proxies and (iii) a meeting of 

the registered owners for the taking of actions.  The registered owners of Bonds may vote their 

Bond interest in fractional shares.  In the event that Bonds are registered in the name or names of 

nominees or depositories, consent of such owners by proxy in accordance with the applicable 

customs of the securities industry or rules of the Securities and Exchange Commission, 

Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board or other association or agency having jurisdiction shall 

be sufficient. 

 Section 6. Execution; Authentication of Bonds.  

The Bonds (or any of the Bonds) shall be executed on behalf of the District with the 

manual or duly authorized facsimile signature of the Treasurer and attested with the manual or 

duly authorized facsimile signature of the District Clerk, as they may determine, and shall have 

impressed or imprinted thereon the corporate seal or facsimile thereof of the District.  In case any 
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officer whose signature shall appear on any Bond shall cease to be such officer before the 

delivery of such Bond, such signature shall nevertheless be valid and sufficient for all purposes, 

the same as if such officer had remained in office until delivery.  All Bonds shall have thereon a 

certificate of authentication substantially in the form hereinafter set forth duly executed by the 

Bond Registrar as authenticating agent of the District and showing the date of authentication.  No 

Bond shall be valid or obligatory for any purpose or be entitled to any security or benefit under 

this Ordinance unless and until such certificate of authentication shall have been duly executed 

by the Bond Registrar by manual signature, and such certificate of authentication upon any such 

Bond shall be conclusive evidence that such Bond has been authenticated and delivered under 

this Ordinance. 

 Section 7. Registration and Transfer of Bonds; Owners.  

The District shall cause books (the Bond Register) for the registration and for the transfer 

of the Bonds as provided in this Ordinance to be kept at the principal office of the Bond 

Registrar, who or which is hereby constituted and appointed the registrar of the District for the 

Bonds.  Each Bond may be transferred as a whole but not in part, but only in the manner, subject 

to the limitations, and upon payment of the charges as set forth in this Ordinance.  Upon 

surrender of the Bond at the principal office of the Bond Registrar, accompanied by a written 

instrument or instruments of transfer in form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar and duly 

executed by the registered owner or an attorney for such owner duly authorized in writing, the 

Bond Registrar shall register the Bond in the name of the new registered owner on the 

registration grid provided therein, and shall also enter the name and address of the new registered 

owner in the Bond Register.  The Bond Registrar shall not be required to transfer any Bond 

during the period from the close of business on the 15th day of the calendar month preceding an 

interest payment date on such Bond to the opening of business on such interest payment date or 
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during the period of 15 days preceding the giving of notice of redemption of the Bond or to 

transfer the Bond if it has been called for redemption. 

The execution by the District of any fully registered Bond shall constitute full and due 

authorization of such Bond, and the Bond Registrar shall thereby be authorized to authenticate, 

date and deliver such Bond.  The person in whose name any Bond shall be registered shall be 

deemed and regarded as the absolute owner thereof for all purposes, and payment of the principal 

of or interest on the Bond shall be made only to or upon the order of the registered owner thereof 

or the owner’s legal representative.  All such payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and 

discharge the liability upon the Bond to the extent of the sum or sums so paid. 

No service charge shall be made for any transfer of a Bond, but the District or the Bond 

Registrar may require payment of a sum sufficient to cover any tax or other governmental charge 

that may be imposed in connection with any transfer of the Bond.  

 Section 8. Form of Bonds.  

The Bonds, the Certificate of Authentication to be endorsed thereon, the form of

The interest on and all installments of principal of this Bond shall 

be payable in lawful money of the United States of America upon presentation at the office of 

the District Treasurer, located at 100 East Erie Street, Chicago, Illinois, as bond registrar and 

paying agent; provided, however, that so long as any agency of the State of Illinois or of the 

U.S. Government or a financial institution is the Registered Owner as shown by the Bond 

Register, then such payments shall be made by check or draft of the Bond Registrar to the 

Registered Owner, which check or draft shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of 

America, and mailed not less than four (4) Business Days prior to the date when due to the 

address of the Registered Owner as set forth in the Bond Register, or at such other address as is 

furnished in writing to the Bond Registrar; but, provided, further, that the final installment of 

principal and interest, when due, shall only be payable upon presentation of this Bond.  

This Bond is subject to redemption and prepayment prior to maturity, at the option of the 

District, in whole or in part, from any available funds, on any date, at the redemption price of par 

plus accrued interest to the date fixed for redemption.  Unless waived by the Registered Owner 

hereof, notice of any such redemption and prepayment shall be given by the Bond Registrar on 

behalf of the District by mailing the redemption notice by registered or certified mail not less 

than 30 days and not more than 60 days prior to the date fixed for redemption to the Registered 

Owner at the address shown on the Bond Register or at such other address as is furnished in 

writing by the Registered Owner to the Bond Registrar.  Notice of redemption having been given 

as aforesaid, this Bond or portion thereof shall, on the redemption date, become due and payable 
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at the redemption price therein specified, and from and after such date (unless the District shall 

default in the payment of the redemption price) this Bond or portion thereof shall cease to bear 

interest.  Upon surrender of this Bond for redemption and prepayment in accordance with said 

notice, this Bond shall be paid by the Bond Registrar at the redemption price.  Any partial 

prepayment of this Bond shall be applied to principal in the inverse chronological order of 

installments; and upon any such partial prepayment, a new Bond in the amount of unpaid 

principal shall be executed and delivered to the holder of this Bond.

AN ORDINANCE providing for the issuance of not to exceed 
$430,000,000 General Obligation Limited Tax Capital 
Improvement Bonds (2016 IEPA Authorization) of the 
Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago for 
the purpose of financing capital improvements to the District’s 
facilities; authorizing and providing for related Loan Agreements 
with the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency providing for 
loans from the Revolving Loan Fund, and such other documents as 
may be necessary; and providing for the levy of taxes to pay the 
interest on and principal of said Bonds. 

as adopted by the Board of Commissioners of the District on the 4th day of August, 2016; and 

pursuant to one or more Loan Agreements by and between the District and the IEPA, which 

loans are evidenced by this Bond.  Reference is hereby made to the Ordinance and Loan 

Agreements for a further statement of the terms and conditions of this Bond and of the rights and 

privileges of the Registered Owner hereof. 

The rights and obligations of the District and of the Registered Owner hereof may from 

time to time be modified or amended by a supplemental ordinance adopted by the Board of 

Commissioners of the District with the written consent of the Registered Owner of this Bond and 

all of the Bonds of the series of which this Bond is a part. 

The full faith and credit of the District are hereby irrevocably pledged to the punctual 

payment of the principal of and interest on this Bond, and this Bond shall be a direct and general 

obligation of the District.

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 Section 9. Treasurer to Deliver Bonds.  

The Treasurer of the District along with the other Designated Officers is hereby 

authorized to take all necessary action to have the Bonds prepared and executed and to deliver all 

necessary documents to complete the borrowing in accordance with the terms of the Loan 

Agreements.  Bonds shall be issued, delivered and dated at the time or times and in the aggregate 

amount or amounts as the first disbursement of funds for the Series 2016 IEPA Projects or any 

part of the 2016 IEPA Project is made by the IEPA under one or more Loan Agreements; 

provided, however, that the Treasurer is authorized to release to the IEPA, in trust, signed 

undated Bonds at the time the District requests such first payment, such Bonds to have an initial 

Advance for Value in the amount of such request, and authorize the IEPA to date such Bonds 

and Advance for Value upon the delivery of funds in such amount.  For each subsequent 

Advance for Value, the District Treasurer is authorized to release to the IEPA, in trust, the 

original Bonds with the Advance for Value Tables signed and completed in the amount of the 

proposed advance, but undated, and to authorize the IEPA to date such Advance for Value upon 

the delivery of funds in such amount.  Alternatively, as requested by the IEPA, the Treasurer is 

authorized to hold the Bonds in trust for the IEPA and enter the Advances for Value thereon in 

accordance with disbursements as actually made.  The Treasurer shall act as Bond Registrar and 

keep a Bond Register showing at all times the name of the registered owner of the Bonds. 

 Section 10. Security for the Bonds and Certain Covenants and Reservations; Tax Levy.  

 A. The full faith and credit of the District are hereby irrevocably pledged to the 

punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds.  The Bonds shall be direct and 

general obligations of the District, and the District shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes 

upon all the taxable property of the District for the payment of the Bonds and the interest 
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thereon, without limitation as to rate, but limited as to amount by the provisions of the Limitation 

Law.   

 B. The Bonds shall be payable out of the Current Collection of the Taxes; and, in the 

event the Current Collection shall be insufficient to pay the interest on and the principal of the 

Bonds when due, the Bonds are payable as a general obligation of the District from the General 

Funds.  In the event General Funds are used, the General Funds shall be reimbursed from the 

amounts eventually received and attributable to the Loss in Current Collection related to such 

insufficiency, if any. 

 C. The District represents that the sum of: 

 (1) the Taxes (as levied for the Bonds and defined as such in the text of this 

Ordinance set out below in this Section); 

 (2) the levies for all Prior Limited Bonds; and 

 (3) the levies for all Nonreferendum Base Bonds previously issued 

does not exceed the Debt Service Extension Base for any year. 

 D. The District covenants that the sum of 

 (1) the Taxes; 

 (2) the levies for all Prior Limited Bonds; 

 (3) the levies for all Future Limited Bonds; and 

 (4) the levies for all Nonreferendum Base Bonds previously issued or to be 

issued 

shall not exceed the Debt Service Extension Base for any year. 

 E. The Taxes are pledged and available solely for the Bonds.  The Extension of the 

Taxes in any year may be limited to 100% of the Taxes (i.e., the levy) for such year with the 

result that there may be a deficiency in the amount of the Current Collection from the taxes 
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(equal to the Loss in Current Collection), which deficiency shall be satisfied from General 

Funds. 

 F. Future Limited Bonds may have aggregate debt service requirements (i.e., interest 

and principal payment requirements) which will not be met by the levy of taxes under the 

Available Base and, consequently, must be met from General Funds; and the District reserves the 

right to issue such bonds, but the issuance shall not cause the reduction of the Extension for the 

Taxes to an amount less than 100% of the levy constituting the Taxes. 

 G. On or before the time of the first delivery of any Bond of this series, a certified copy 

of this Ordinance shall be filed with the County Clerk of The County of Cook, Illinois, and shall 

provide due authorization for the County Clerk to extend taxes to pay the Bonds as herein further 

provided.  At such time, for one or more of the Bonds, as shall be necessary or advisable to meet 

the covenants of this Section, either (1) the Treasurer shall file a Certificate of Tax Levy for such 

Bond or Bonds or (2) the Board in its annual tax levy ordinance shall provide for such levy, in 

each instance to be made and extended and collected in the years so provided in such Certificate 

or Ordinance, which taxes when received by the Treasurer shall be held separate and apart and 

be used solely for the purpose of paying the interest on and principal of the Bonds, at maturity or 

redemption, as shall be then Outstanding.  Any such Certificate shall refer to this Ordinance and 

shall set forth the Bonds for which levied, and the levy amounts, hereby authorized, and shall 

constitute full and complete authority for the County Clerk to extend said taxes as herein 

provided, without limitation as to rate, and in addition to and in excess of all other taxes.

 Section 11. Bond Account.  

Money received from the proceeds of taxes so levied for the payment of the principal of 

and interest on the Bonds shall be deposited into an account designated “General Obligation 

Limited Tax Capital Improvement Bonds, Series 2016 IEPA Projects, Bond and Interest 

Account,” (the “Bond Account”) and shall be faithfully applied to the payment of such Bonds 

and interest thereon as herein provided.  Interest and principal on the Bonds coming due at any 

time when there are insufficient funds from the proceeds of taxes levied to pay the same shall be 

paid promptly when due from any available moneys of the District.  The moneys temporarily so 

used for such purpose shall be restored to the funds from which they were borrowed as soon as 

the proceeds of taxes levied therefor are available, and the Chairman of the Committee on 

Finance of the Board of Commissioners and the Clerk of the District are authorized to execute 

and deliver to the Treasurer of the District warrants for the payment of money necessary to be 

used to protect the credit of the District. 

 Section 12. Loan Agreements.  

The general form of Loan Agreement as has previously been entered into by the District 

and the IEPA is hereby approved for continued use in connection with the Bonds for the 

Series 2016 IEPA Projects.  Any of the Designated Officers of the District shall be authorized to 

execute one or more such Loan Agreements in such form for the Series 2016 IEPA Projects.  

Each Loan Agreement shall provide for a loan from the RLF, to be evidenced, all as provided 

herein, by the Bonds.  To the extent permitted by law, and so long as the IEPA is the registered 

owner of any Bond, the District shall be subject to the Loan Agreements for such Bonds.  The 

Loan Agreements and the Bonds so long as held by the IEPA constitute Intergovernmental 
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Agreements under the constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.  It is hereby found and 

declared that no person holding any office of the District, either by election or appointment, is in 

any manner financially interested, either directly, in his or her own name, or indirectly, in the 

name of any other person, association, trust or corporation, in the contracts so confirmed in this 

Ordinance to the IEPA including in such the Loan Agreements and the Bonds. 

 Section 13. Tax-exemption Covenants for IEPA. 

The IEPA has provided as a condition of the offering of the Loan Agreements and 

purchase of the Bonds that, in certain instances, the District shall make certain covenants 

substantially in form as has been previously presented to the District and on file in the offices of 

the Clerk and the Treasurer, and any of the Designated Officers is hereby authorized to execute 

such certificate and deliver same to the IEPA.  The District acknowledges that tax-exempt bonds 

or other obligations (the “IEPA Program Bonds”) have been or will be issued by or for the 

benefit of the IEPA to provide funds for the RLF, including the Series 2016 IEPA Projects as 

defined herein, and that the IEPA may pledge the obligations of the District under the Bonds to 

such IEPA Program Bonds. 

 Section 14. Use of Proceeds.  

The proceeds derived from the sale and delivery and advances made from time to time 

from the IEPA under the Loan Agreements, and as evidenced by the Bonds, shall be used to pay 

for Series 2016 IEPA Projects or to reimburse the District for such costs as previously advanced, 

all in accordance with the terms of this Ordinance and the Loan Agreements. 

 Section 15. Not Tax-Exempt.  

The District and the IEPA and all subsequent holders of any of the Bonds acknowledge 

and accept that the Bonds are not tax-exempt under the Code. 
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 Section 16. Ordinance a Contract.  

The provisions of this Ordinance shall constitute a contract between the District and the 

registered owners of the Bonds.  Any pledge made in this Ordinance and the provisions, 

covenants, and agreements herein set forth to be performed by or on behalf of the District shall 

be for the equal benefit, protection, and security of the owners of any and all of the Bonds. 

 Section 17. Severability.

Attached is the first of two ordinances being presented to the Board today relating to the District’s 
anticipated issuance of General Obligation Capital Improvement Bonds to evidence the State Revolving 
Loan Fund (SRF) loans to be issued totaling $500,000,000. The bonds will be issued as SRF 
obligations and will not be sold in the public market.  On March 31, 2016, the Board of Commissioners 
of the District conducted and concluded a public hearing regarding the District’s intention to sell 
$500,000,000 General Obligation Capital Improvement Bonds. The adoption of Ordinance O16-008 will 
provide for $430,000,000 of such issuance in connection with non-TARP projects approved by the 
Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (“IEPA”) for funding by reimbursement loans from the State’s 
Revolving Loan Fund. 
 
Upon receipt of the first reimbursement of project construction expenses from the IEPA, the estimated 
amount to be loaned to the District for that project plus interest accrued during the construction period 
will be confirmed and a General Obligation Limited Tax Capital Improvement Bond for that amount in 
face value will be issued to the State of Illinois – Illinois Environmental Protection Agency. At that time, 
the required annual tax levies for payment of semi-annual debt service will be established and filed with 
the County Clerk of the County of Cook, Illinois. 
  
The passage of the Ordinance is required by the IEPA prior to advancing any funds or initiation of the 
program relating to these projects. Therefore, it is recommended that “Ordinance O16-008 providing for 
the issuance of not to exceed $430,000,000 General Obligation Limited Tax Capital Improvement 
Bonds (2016 IEPA Authorization) of the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago for 
the purpose of financing capital improvement projects to the District’s facilities; authorizing and 
providing for related Loan Agreements with the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency providing for 
loans from the Revolving Loan Fund, and such other documents as may be necessary; and providing 
for the levy of taxes to pay the interest on and principal of said Bonds” be adopted by the Board of 
Commissioners.

P R E A M B L E S 

— WHEREAS — 

 A. The Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago, Cook County, 

Illinois (the “District”) is a duly organized and operating sanitary district, body politic and 

corporate, and unit of local government district under the constitution and laws of the State of 

Illinois. 

 B. The District operates, inter alia, under the following Illinois acts and laws, in each 

case as amended: 

 1. the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District Act (the “Act”); 

 2. the Local Government Debt Reform Act (the “Debt Reform Act”) relating 

to borrowing; and 

 3. the Property Tax Extension Limitation Law (the “Limitation Law”) relating 

to certain ad valorem property tax limits. 

 C. The District is governed by a duly constituted Board of Commissioners (the 

“Board” or the “Board of Commissioners”), and the tax extension officer for the District is the 

County Clerk (the “County Clerk”) of The County of Cook, Illinois (the “County”).

 D. Pursuant to the provisions of Section 9.6a of the Act, the Board is authorized to 

issue bonds to provide funds required for the replacing, remodeling, completing, altering, 

constructing and enlarging of sewage treatment works, administrative buildings, water quality 

improvement projects, or flood control facilities, and additions therefor, including, but not 

limited to, the construction of pumping stations, tunnels, conduits, intercepting sewers and outlet 

sewers, together with the equipment, including air pollution equipment, and appurtenances 

thereto, to acquire property, real, personal or mixed, necessary for said purposes, and for costs 

and expenses for the acquisition of the sites and rights-of-way necessary thereto, and for 

engineering expenses for designing and supervising the construction of such works and other 

related and incidental expenses (collectively, the “Capital Improvement Purposes”), which said 

Section 9.6a, as amended, authorizes the issuance of bonds for such purposes on or before 

December 31, 2024, without a referendum, in an aggregate amount at any one time outstanding 

not to exceed 3.35% of the equalized assessed valuation of all taxable property within the 

District; provided, that the amount of such bonds issued during any one budget year shall not 

exceed $150,000,000, plus the amount of any bonds authorized by said Section to be issued 

during the three budget years next preceding the year of issuance but which were not issued; but, 

provided, further, that such limitation is not applicable (i) to the issuance of obligations to refund 

bonds, notes or other evidences of indebtedness, (ii) to obligations (the “RLF Obligations”) 

issued to provide for the repayment of money received from the Water Pollution Control 

Revolving Fund of the State of Illinois (the “RLF”) for the construction or repair of wastewater 

treatment works, and (iii) to obligations issued as part of the American Recovery and 

Reinvestment Act of 2009, issued prior to January 1, 2011, that are commonly known as “Build 

America Bonds” as authorized by Section 54AA of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended (the 

“Code”). 
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 E. The Board has considered the conditions of the plant, equipment and flood control 

facilities of the District and the work and acquisitions which are Capital Improvement Purposes 

which are necessary or advisable in order to serve the needs of the residents and the mission of 

the District. 

 F. The State of Illinois, acting through the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency 

(the “IEPA”), may make a loan or loans to the District from the RLF for certain qualifying 

Capital Improvement Purposes, the designations for which are or shall be on file from time to 

time in the office of the District Clerk with total estimated projects costs of $70,000,000 (the 

“Series 2016 IEPA Projects”). 

 G. By ordinances duly adopted pursuant to said Section 9.6a, the Board has heretofore 

provided for the issuance of bonds from 1969 to date. 

 H. It is deemed advisable and necessary that additional bonds in the principal amount 

of not to exceed $70,000,000 be authorized to be issued from time to time pursuant to the 

provisions of said Section 9.6a to provide funds for the Series 2016 IEPA Projects, and it is 

hereby determined that the aggregate amount of bonds now outstanding and unpaid, together 

with the bonds herein proposed to be authorized, will not exceed the applicable limitations 

imposed by law. 

 I. The bonds herein to be authorized are non-referendum general obligation bonds, the 

taxes for which are not subject to any limitations set forth in the Limitation Law because the 

Series 2016 IEPA Projects for which the bonds are herein authorized shall consist only of those 

Capital Improvement Purposes constituting construction projects initiated before October 1, 

1991 (including in such description, the project described in the 1991 Annual Report and Budget 

of the District and referred to commonly as the “Deep Tunnel” or “TARP” Project), and the

Limitation Law contains an express exception from applicability for such construction projects 

of the District.   

 J. The bonds herein authorized are general obligation bonds, and the Board has 

previously called, noticed, and held a hearing with respect to the sale of the Bonds pursuant to 

the provisions of the Bond Issue Notification Act, as amended, which hearing was duly 

adjourned not less than seven days ago. 

 K. Certain additional powers in the issuance of bonds are granted to units of local 

government, including the District, pursuant to the provisions of the Debt Reform Act, and it is 

the intention of the District to issue the bonds hereinafter authorized in part pursuant to the 

provisions of the Debt Reform Act in order to avail of the additional powers so granted.  

NOW THEREFORE BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of 

the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago, Cook County, Illinois, as 

follows: 

 Section 1. Definitions.   

 A. Words and terms used in this Ordinance shall have the meanings assigned them 

unless the context or use clearly indicates another or different meaning is intended.  Words and 

terms defined in the singular may be used in the plural and vice-versa.  Reference to any gender 

shall be deemed to include the other and also inanimate persons such as corporations, where 

applicable. 

“Act” is defined in the preambles. 

“Advance for Value” means a receipt of funds from the IEPA under a Loan Agreement 

and relative to a Bond which is a loan advance on and partial purchase price consideration for 

such Bond, to be evidenced as provided in the Bond form. 

“Board” and “Board of Commissioners” are defined in the preambles. 
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“Bond” or “Bonds” means one or more, as applicable, of the not to exceed $70,000,000 

General Obligation Unlimited Tax Capital Improvement Bonds, Series 2016 IEPA Projects, 

authorized to be issued by this Ordinance. 

“Bond Account” means the Bond Account created in (Section 11 of) this Ordinance. 

“Bond Register” means the books of the District kept by the Bond Registrar to evidence 

the registration and transfer of the Bonds. 

“Bond Registrar” means the Treasurer of the District or, if appointed by the Treasurer to 

act as his or her agent, a successor bank with trust powers or a trust company, duly authorized to 

do business as a bond registrar and paying agent, as herein required. 

“Business Day” means any day other than a day on which banks in New York, New 

York, Chicago, Illinois, or the city in which the Bond Registrar maintains its principal corporate 

trust office are required or authorized to close. 

“Capital Improvement Purposes” is defined in the preambles. 

“Clerk” means the Clerk of the District. 

“Code” is defined in the preambles. 

“County” is defined in the preambles. 

“County Clerk” is defined in the preambles. 

“Current Collection” means the taxes in fact received by the District from the County 

Treasurer from a given Extension up to the date payment is due upon bonds, which payment is to 

be made from such Extension, plus that amount, if any, received in the year preceding such 

payment date as the collection of delinquent taxes from prior years allocable to the levy for the 

District’s outstanding bonds and General Funds. 

“Debt Reform Act” is defined in the preambles. 
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“Designated Officers” means the officers of the District as follows: 

President of the Board (elective), Treasurer of the District (appointive), Chairman 

of the Committee on Finance (elective), Executive Director (appointive) and 

Clerk (appointive); provided that any act required of more than one of such 

officers shall be done by not less than one elected officer and one appointive 

officer. 

“District” is defined in the preambles. 

“Extension” means the amount of taxes in fact extended for collection by the County 

Clerk based upon a levy, which extension is calculable by the sum of taxable property multiplied 

by the rate (in percent, mils or decimal, as appropriate) of taxation applied for such levy.  

“Face Amount” means the authorized maximum amount of any Bond, as stated on its 

face. 

“IEPA” is defined in the preambles. 

“General Funds” means any and all funds of the District, other than the Bond Account, 

from which payments may lawfully be made to pay principal of or interest on the Bonds. 

“Limitation Law” is defined in the preambles. 

“Loan Agreement” or “Loan Agreements” means the one or more agreements between 

the District and the IEPA, substantially in the form the District has in the past executed with the 

IEPA, which previous agreements are on file in the office of the Clerk, providing for the advance 

of funds from the IEPA to the District to pay the costs of the Project. 

“Loss in Current Collection” means the difference between an Extension and the Current 

Collection from such Extension. 

“Ordinance” means this Ordinance, numbered as set forth on the title page and adopted 

by the Board on the 4th day of August, 2016. 
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“Repayment Schedule” means a repayment schedule for a Bond promulgated by the 

IEPA pursuant to a Loan Agreement and within the delegated parameters as set by this 

Ordinance. 

“RLF” is defined in the preambles. 

“RLF Obligations” is defined in the preambles. 

“Series 2016 IEPA Projects” is defined in the preambles. 

“Taxes” means the direct annual taxes so defined in (Section 10 of) this Ordinance. 

“Treasurer” means the Treasurer of the District. 

 B. Definitions also appear in the preambles hereto or in specific sections, as appear 

below.  The headings in and the table of contents preceding this Ordinance are for the 

convenience of the reader and are not a part of this Ordinance. 

 Section 2. Incorporation of Preambles.   

The Board finds that all of the recitals contained in the preambles to this Ordinance are 

full, true, and correct and does incorporate them into this Ordinance by this reference. 

 Section 3. Authorization of Bonds.   

The District has heretofore issued various series of bonds as authorized under Section 

9.6a of the Act pursuant to the authority of various ordinances.  None of the bonds issued 

hereunder shall be issued prior to loan approval by the IEPA, which approval shall occur in or 

after 1996, and accordingly, all of the bonds issued hereunder shall be RLF Obligations.  It is in 

the judgment of the Board necessary and appropriate to authorize by this Ordinance not to 

exceed $70,000,000 additional bonds pursuant to the authority of the aforesaid Section 9.6a for 

the Series 2016 IEPA Projects.  Bonds of the District are hereby authorized to be issued in the 

aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $70,000,000 to provide for all or part of the funds 

required for the Series 2016 IEPA Projects pursuant to the Act and the Debt Reform Act. 
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 Section 4. Terms of the Bonds.   

Each Bond shall be designated “General Obligation Unlimited Tax Capital Improvement 

Bond, Series 2016 IEPA Projects”.  Each Bond shall be dated as of the first Advance for Value 

on such Bond.  The amount of each Bond issued, being the sum of the amounts as shown as 

Advances for Value, not in excess of its Face Amount, less in each case principal payments made 

from time to time thereon, shall be the “Outstanding Principal Amount” of such Bond.  The 

Outstanding Principal Amount of the Bonds from time to time outstanding shall bear interest at 

the rate of not to exceed 5.0% per annum.  The Outstanding Principal Amount of the Bonds shall 

become due and payable not later than thirty (30) years from its date and sooner if pursuant to a 

schedule of repayment (a “Repayment Schedule”) determined in accordance with the Loan 

Agreements for such Bonds; provided, however, that a Repayment Schedule, in order to be 

enforceable, shall comply with each of the following terms: 

 (1) The Repayment Schedule shall be set forth in or as part of each Bond; at 

such time as the IEPA may promulgate same; 

 (2) Payments shall be scheduled only for July 1 and January 1;  

 (3) The Repayment Schedule shall provide for substantially level semiannual 

installments of principal and interest (collectively) within a range of $50; and 

 (4) The final payment on any Bond shall not be later than 30 years after its date 

of issuance (“Final Maturity”).   

Each Bond shall bear interest on the Outstanding Principal Amount from time to time at the rate 

provided, in each case from the time advanced until paid or duly provided for, such interest 

computed on the basis of a 365-day year and being payable at maturity and on the dates provided 

in the Repayment Schedule for such Bond.  The interest on and all installments of principal of 

each Bond shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America upon presentation 
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at the office of the Bond Registrar; provided, however, that so long as any agency of the State of 

Illinois or of the U.S. Government or a financial institution is the registered owner as shown by 

the Bond Register, then such payments shall be made by check or draft of the Bond Registrar to 

the registered owner, which check or draft shall be payable in lawful money of the United States 

of America, and mailed not less than four (4) Business Days prior to the date when due to the 

address of the Registered Owner as set forth in the Bond Register, or at such other address as is 

furnished in writing to the Bond Registrar; and, provided further, that the final installment of 

principal and interest, when due, shall only be payable upon presentation of the Bond.   

Each Bond and the installments thereon are subject to redemption and prepayment prior 

to maturity, at the option of the District, in whole or in part, from any available funds, on any 

date, at the redemption price of par plus accrued interest to the date fixed for redemption.  Any 

partial prepayment shall be applied in the inverse chronological order of installments of 

principal.  Unless waived by the Bond Registrar, the District shall notify the Bond Registrar of 

the redemption and prepayment of any Bond not less than 45 days prior to the date of 

redemption.  Unless waived by the registered owner of the Bond to be redeemed, official notice 

of any such redemption and prepayment shall be given by the Bond Registrar on behalf of the 

District by mailing the redemption notice by registered or certified mail not less than 30 days and 

not more than 60 days prior to the date fixed for redemption to the registered owner of the Bond 

at the address shown on the Bond Register or at such other address as is furnished in writing by 

such registered owner to the Bond Registrar.  All official notices of redemption shall include at 

least the information as follows: 

 (1) the amount of the Bond to be redeemed; 

 (2) the redemption date; 

 (3) the redemption price; 
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 (4) a statement that on the redemption date the redemption price will become 

due and payable upon such Bond or portion thereof so called for redemption and that 

interest thereon shall cease to accrue from and after said date; and 

 (5) the place where such Bond is to be surrendered for payment of the 

redemption price, which place of payment shall be the principal office of the Bond 

Registrar. 

Prior to any redemption date, the District shall deposit with the Bond Registrar an amount of 

money sufficient to pay the redemption price.  Notice of redemption having been given as 

aforesaid, the Bond or portion thereof so to be redeemed shall, on the redemption date, become 

due and payable at the redemption price therein specified, and from and after such date (unless 

the District shall default in the payment of the redemption price) such Bond or portion thereof 

shall cease to bear interest.  Upon surrender of the Bond for redemption and prepayment in 

accordance with said notice, such Bond or relevant portion shall be paid by the Bond Registrar at 

the redemption price.  For a partial redemption of a Bond, a new Bond in the amount of unpaid 

principal shall be executed and delivered to the holder of the partially redeemed Bond. 

 Section 5. Amendment of Bonds.  

The rights and obligations of the District and of the owners of the Bonds may from time 

to time be modified or amended by a supplemental ordinance adopted by the Board with the 

written consent of the registered owners of all Bonds then outstanding.  Ownership of Bonds for 

purposes of consent by the registered owners thereof shall be conclusively proved by the Bond 

Register.  In obtaining or receiving the consents of registered owners, the District may establish 

reasonable rules of procedure including, without limitation, rules relating to (i) a record date to 

fix the registered owners who are entitled to vote, (ii) solicitation of proxies and (iii) a meeting of 

the registered owners for the taking of actions.  The registered owners of Bonds may vote their 
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Bond interest in fractional shares.  In the event that Bonds are registered in the name or names of 

nominees or depositories, consent of such owners by proxy in accordance with the applicable 

customs of the securities industry or rules of the Securities and Exchange Commission, 

Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board or other association or agency having jurisdiction shall 

be sufficient. 

 Section 6. Execution; Authentication of Bonds. 

The Bonds (or any of the Bonds) shall be executed on behalf of the District by the 

manual or duly authorized facsimile signatures of the Treasurer and attested with the manual or 

duly authorized facsimile signature of the Clerk, as they may determine, and shall have 

impressed or imprinted thereon the corporate seal or facsimile thereof of the District.  In case any 

such officer whose signature shall appear on any Bond shall cease to be such officer before the 

delivery of such Bond, such signature shall nevertheless be valid and sufficient for all purposes, 

the same as if such officer had remained in office until delivery.  All Bonds shall have thereon a 

certificate of authentication, substantially in the form hereinafter set forth, duly executed by the 

Bond Registrar as authenticating agent of the District and showing the date of authentication.  No 

Bond shall be valid or obligatory for any purpose or be entitled to any security or benefit under 

this Ordinance unless and until such certificate of authentication shall have been duly executed 

by the Bond Registrar by manual signature, and such certificate of authentication upon any such 

Bond shall be conclusive evidence that such Bond has been authenticated and delivered under 

this Ordinance.  The certificate of authentication on any Bond shall be deemed to have been 

executed by it if signed by an authorized signatory of the Bond Registrar, but it shall not be 

necessary that the same person sign the certificate of authentication on all of the Bonds issued 

hereunder. 
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 Section 7. Registration and Transfer of Bonds; Owners.  

The District shall cause books (the Bond Register) for the registration and for the transfer 

of the Bonds as provided in this Ordinance to be kept at the principal office of the Bond 

Registrar, who or which is hereby constituted and appointed the registrar of the District for the 

Bonds.

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 Section 9. Treasurer to Deliver Bonds.  

The Treasurer of the District along with the other Designated Officers is hereby 

authorized to take all necessary action to have the Bonds prepared and executed and to deliver all 

necessary documents to complete the borrowing in accordance with the terms of the Loan 

Agreements.  Bonds shall be issued, delivered and dated at the time or times and in the aggregate 

amount or amounts as the first disbursement of funds for the Series 2016 IEPA Projects or any 

part of the 2016 IEPA Project is made by the IEPA under one or more Loan Agreements; 

provided, however, that the Treasurer is authorized to release to the IEPA, in trust, signed 

undated Bonds at the time the District requests such first payment, such Bonds to have an initial 

Advance for Value in the amount of such request, and authorize the IEPA to date such Bonds 

and Advance for Value upon the delivery of funds in such amount.  For each subsequent 

Advance for Value, the District Treasurer is authorized to release to the IEPA, in trust, the 

original Bonds with the Advance for Value Tables signed and completed in the amount of the 

proposed advance, but undated, and to authorize the IEPA to date such Advance for Value upon 

the delivery of funds in such amount.  Alternatively, as requested by the IEPA, the Treasurer is 

authorized to hold the Bonds in trust for the IEPA and enter the Advances for Value thereon in 

accordance with disbursements as actually made.

 Section 10. Security for the Bonds and Certain Covenants and Reservations; Tax Levy.

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 B. The Bonds shall be payable out of the Current Collection of the Taxes; and, in the 

event the Current Collection shall be insufficient to pay the interest on and the principal of the 

Bonds when due, the Bonds are payable as a general obligation of the District from the General 

Funds.  In the event General Funds are used, the General Funds shall be reimbursed from the 

amounts eventually received and attributable to the Loss in Current Collection related to such 

insufficiency, if any. 

 C. The Taxes are pledged and available solely for the Bonds.  The Extension of the 

Taxes in any year may be limited to 100% of the Taxes (i.e., the levy) for such year with the 

result that there may be a deficiency in the amount of the Current Collection from the taxes 

(equal to the Loss in Current Collection), which deficiency shall be satisfied from General

Any of the Designated Officers of the District shall be authorized to 

execute one or more such Loan Agreements in such form for the Series 2016 IEPA Projects.  

Each Loan Agreement shall provide for a loan from the RLF, to be evidenced, all as provided 
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herein, by the Bonds.  To the extent permitted by law, and so long as the IEPA is the registered 

owner of any Bond, the District shall be subject to the Loan Agreements for such Bonds.  The 

Loan Agreements and the Bonds so long as held by the IEPA constitute Intergovernmental 

Agreements under the constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.  It is hereby found and 

declared that no person holding any office of the District, either by election or appointment, is in 

any manner financially interested, either directly, in his or her own name, or indirectly, in the 

name of any other person, association, trust or corporation, in the contracts so confirmed in this 

Ordinance to the IEPA including in such the Loan Agreements and the Bonds. 

 Section 13. Tax-exemption Covenants for IEPA.   

The IEPA has provided as a condition of the offering of the Loan Agreements and 

purchase of the Bonds that, in certain instances, the District shall make certain covenants 

substantially in form as has been previously presented to the District and on file in the offices of 

the Clerk and the Treasurer, and any of the Designated Officers is hereby authorized to execute 

such certificate and deliver same to the IEPA.  The District acknowledges that tax-exempt bonds 

or other obligations (the “IEPA Program Bonds”) have been or will be issued by or for the 

benefit of the IEPA to provide funds for the RLF, including the Series 2016 IEPA Projects as 

defined herein, and that the IEPA may pledge the obligations of the District under the Bonds to 

such IEPA Program Bonds. 

 Section 14. Use of Proceeds.  

The proceeds derived from the sale and delivery and advances made from time to time 

from the IEPA under the Loan Agreements, and as evidenced by the Bonds, shall be used to pay 

for Series 2016 IEPA Projects or to reimburse the District for such costs as previously advanced, 

all in accordance with the terms of this Ordinance and the Loan Agreements.

Dear Sir: 
 
Attached is the second of two ordinances being presented to the Board today relating to the District’s 
anticipated issuance of General Obligation Capital Improvement Bonds to evidence the State Revolving 
Loan Fund ( SRF) loans to be issued totaling $70,000,000. The bonds will be issued as SRF 
obligations and will not be sold in the public market.  On March 31, 2016, the Board of Commissioners 
of the District conducted and concluded a public hearing regarding the District’s intention to sell 
$500,000,000 General Obligation Capital Improvement Bonds. The adoption of Ordinance O16-009 will 
provide for $70,000,000 of such issuance in connection with TARP projects approved by the Illinois 
Environmental Protection Agency (“IEPA”) for funding by reimbursement loans from the State’s 
Revolving Loan Fund. 
 
Upon receipt of the first reimbursement of project construction expenses from the IEPA, the estimated 
amount to be loaned to the District for that project plus interest accrued during the construction period 
will be confirmed and a General Obligation UnUnlimited Tax Capital Improvement Bond for that amount 
in face value will be issued to the State of Illinois – Illinois Environmental Protection Agency. At that 
time, the required annual tax levies for payment of semi-annual debt service will be established and 
filed with the County Clerk of the County of Cook, Illinois. 
  
The passage of the Ordinance is required by the IEPA prior to advancing any funds or initiation of the 
program relating to these projects. Therefore, it is recommended that “Ordinance O16-009 providing for 
the issuance of not to exceed $70,000,000 General Obligation UnUnlimited Tax Capital Improvement 
Bonds (2016 IEPA Authorization) of the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago for 
the purpose of financing capital improvement projects to the District’s facilities; authorizing and 
providing for related Loan Agreements with the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency providing for 
loans from the Revolving Loan Fund, and such other documents as may be necessary; and providing 
for the levy of taxes to pay the interest on and principal of said Bonds” be adopted by the Board of 
Commissioners.
