FULTON COUNTY

CEMENT MASONS (NORTHWEST) - That part of the county West of a
North-South line West of Farmington and Canton and North of an
BEast-West line North of Cuba.

0it and chip resealing (O&C) means the application of road oils and
ligquid asphalt to coat an existing road surface, followed by
application of aggregate chips or gravel to coated surface, and
subsequent rolling of material to seal the surface.

BXPLANATION OF CLASSES

ASBESTOS -~ GENERAL - removal of asbestos material/mold and hazardous
materials from any place in a building, including wmechanical systems
whnere those mechanical systems are to be removed. This includes the
removal of asbestos materials/mold and hazardous materials from
ductwork or pipes in a building when the building is to be demolished
at the time or at some close future date.

ASBESTOS - MECHANICAL - removal of asbestos material from wmechanical
systems, such as pipes, ducts, and boilers, where the mechanical
systems are to remain.

CERAMIC TILE FINISHER, MARBLE FINISHER, TERRAZZO FINISHER

Assisting, helping or supporting the tile, marble and terraznzo
mechanic by performing their historic and traditional work assignments
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required to complete the proper installation of the work covered by
gaid crafts. The term "Ceramic" is used for naming the classification
only and is in no way & limitation of the product handied. Ceramic
takeg into consideration most hard tiles.

ELECTRONIC SYSTEMS TECHNICIAN

Installation, service and maintenance of low-voltage systems which
utilizes the transmission and/or transference of veoice, sound, vision,
or digital for commercial, education, security and entertainment
purposes for the following: TV monitoring and surveilllance,
background/foreground musgic, intercom and telephone interconnect,
field programming, inventory control systems, microwave transmigsion,
multi-media, multiplex, radio page, school, intercom and sound burglar
alarms and low voltage master clock systems.

Excluded from this classification are energy management systems, life
safety systems, supervisory controls and data acquisition systems not
intrinsic with the above listed systems, fire alarm systems, nurse
call systems and raceways exceeding fifteen feet in length.

TRUCK DRIVER - BUILDING, HEAVY AND HIGHWAY CONSTRUCTION

TRUCK DRIVER - OIL AND CHIP RESEALING ONLY.

This shall encompass laborers, workers and mechanics who drive
contractor or subcontractor owned, leased, or hired pickup, dump,
gservice, or oil distributor trucks. The work includes transporting
materials and eguipment (including but not limited to, oils, aggregate
supplies, parts, machinery and tools) to or from the job site;
distributing oil or liguid asphalt and aggregate; stock piling
material when in connection with the actual cil and chip contract.

The Truck Driver (0il & Chip Resealing) wage classification does not
include supplier delivered materials.

LANDSCAPING
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Landscaping work falls under the existing classgifications for laborer,
operating engineer and truck driver. The work performed by
landscape plantsman and landscape laborer is covered by the existing
classification of laborer. The work performed by landscape operators
{regardless of equipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers (regardlesgs of size of truck driven) is
covered by the classifications of truck driver.
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
