On November 7, 2013, the Board of Commissioners authorized the Director of Procurement and Materials
Management to award Contract 13-614-11, Elevator Maintenance at Various Service Areas, Groups A and B,
to Southwest Industries, d/b/a Anderson Elevator Company, in an amount not to exceed $335,362.00. The
contract will expire on December 6, 2016.

As of July 7, 2016, the attached list of change orders has been approved. The effect of these change orders
resulted in a decrease in an amount of $23,199.25 from the original amount awarded of $335,362.00. The
current contract value is $312,162.75. The prior approved change orders reflect a 6.92% decrease to the
original contract value.

An increase is needed to perform the mandatory monthly inspections through the end of the year and the end
of the contract term.

This change order is in compliance with the lllinois Criminal Code since the change is due to circumstances
not reasonably foreseeable at the time the contract was signed, and is in the best interest of the District.

It is hereby recommended that the Board of Commissioners authorize the Director of Procurement and
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Materials Management to execute a change order to increase Contract 13-614-11, Groups A and B, in an
amount of $30,000.00 (9.61% of the current contract value) from an amount of $312,162.75 to an amount not
to exceed $342,162.75.
