Dear Sir:

On December 3, 2015, the Board of Commissioners authorized the Director of Procurement and Materials
Management to issue a purchase order and enter into an agreement for Maintenance of the Vehicle Location
System for District Vehicles with Networkfleet, Inc., in an amount not to exceed $55,000.00. The purchase
order will expire on December 31, 2016.

As of November 16, 2016, the attached list of change orders has been approved. The effect of these change
orders resulted in a decrease in an amount of $8,000.00 from the original amount awarded of $55,000.00.
The current purchase order value is $47,000.00. The prior approved change orders reflect a 14.5% decrease
to the original purchase order value.

A decrease in the purchase order value is being requested because of the deferral of new vehicle location
system installations in fleet vehicles to 2017.

This change order is in compliance with the lllinois Criminal Code since the change is due to circumstances
not reasonably foreseeable at the time the contract was signed, and is in the best interest of the District.

It is hereby recommended that the Board of Commissioners authorize the Director of Procurement and
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Materials Management to execute a change order to decrease the purchase order and amend the agreement
for Maintenance of the Vehicle Location System for District Vehicles in an amount of $27,500.00 (58.5% of the
current contract value), from an amount of $47,000.00, to an amount not to exceed $19,500.00.
