The District has always been successful in
fulfilling its committed obligations during the summer months. It is anticipated, however, that participating in a
curtailment event during the winter season could be difficult as overall usage is low. Reducing electric usage
36.887 MW during this time could be unachievable. Failure to curtail the full amount could result in penalties.
The District anticipates the ability to participate in any event with a committed curtailment amount of 24 MW.
Therefore it is in the best interest of the District to commit 24 MW for this auction.

All committed amounts were required to be placed into the auction by May 16, 2018. After conferring with the
Executive Director, the decision was made to reduce the committed megawatt from 36.887 MW to 24 MW. The
reduction will insure the District’'s success in its curtailment efforts.

On April 6, 2017, the Board of Commissioners authorized the Director of Procurement and Materials
Management to award Contract 16-125-4F McCook Reservoir Expanded Stage 2 Slope Stabilization and
Retaining Walls, SSA, to Schwartz Excavating, Inc., in an amount of $7,338,677.00. The scheduled contract
completion date was April 29, 2018.

As of May 4, 2018, the attached list of change orders has been approved. The effect of these change orders
resulted in an increase in an amount of $49,394.94 from the original amount awarded of $7,338,677.00. The
current contract value is $7,388,071.94. The prior approved change order reflects a 0.67% increase to the
original contract value.

Item 1: An extra, in an amount not to exceed $111,592.34, is required for the installation of a guardrail along
the western edge of the work area. The western edge of the work area is also the western edge of the
McCook Reservoir. As the mining activities in Stage 2 approach the western limit, a physical barrier is
required by the Mine Safety and Health Administration to separate the mining area from the adjacent road. As
this road is being used by the contractor and is used for normal operations by the Maintenance and
Operations Department for biosolids hauling, a guardrail must be installed in order to keep that road in service.
While it was assumed that a guardrail would eventually be needed in this area, the delay in funding from the
Army Corps of Engineers will not allow for installation of the guardrail in a timely manner with Vulcan’s mining
rapidly approaching this area. The contractor submitted a cost proposal (CCO-001) for an extra in the amount
of $111,592.34. The engineer reviewed the proposal found it reasonable, and stated via correspondence 092,
that the Engineering Department would recommend its approval.

Item 2: An extra, in an amount not to exceed $849,240.45, is required for the installation of additional soil nails.
Upon excavation of the overburden side slopes to be stabilized, it was discovered that the top of rock elevation
was in many instances much lower than what was anticipated based upon the available survey data. It was
also determined that a tighter soil nail spacing would be required for the bottom row of nails to ensure that the
spacing between any two nails did not exceed the maximum design spacing required due to the varying top of
rock elevation. As a result of these conditions, it is estimated that an additional 12,465 linear feet of soil nails
will be required to completely stabilize the Expanded Stage 2 walls. The contractor submitted a cost proposal
(CCO-003) for an extra in the amount of $849,240.45. The engineer reviewed the proposal found it
reasonable, and stated via correspondence 113, that the Engineering Department would recommend its
approval.
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Item 3: An extra, in an amount not to exceed $415,718.70, is required for the installation of additional face of
the wall for the soil nail installation. As explained in ltem 2, above, the top of rock elevations discovered upon
removal of the side slopes was lower than anticipated. The changes in elevation increased not only the
quantity of soil nails, but also the square foot area of finished soil nail wall required for a complete installation.
It is estimated that an additional 6,605 square feet of wall will be required to complete the work. The contractor
submitted a cost proposal (CCO-004) for an extra in the amount of $415,718.70. The engineer reviewed the
proposal found it reasonable, and stated via correspondence 108, that the Engineering Department would
recommend its approval.

The above three change orders are in compliance with the lllinois Criminal Code since the changes are due to
circumstances not reasonably foreseeable at the time the contract was signed, and are in the best interest of
the District.

It is hereby recommended that the Board of Commissioners authorize the Director of Procurement and
Materials Management to execute three change orders to increase Contract 16-125-4F in an amount of
$1,376,551.49 (18.63% of the current contract value), from an amount of $7,388,071.94, to an amount not to
exceed $8,764,623.43.

Report on Budgetary Revenues and Expenditures for the first quarter of 2018, ended March 31, 2018
Dear Sir:

Attached is a report of revenues and expenditures for the first quarter of 2018, ended March 31, 2018. This
report is prepared on an unaudited budgetary basis of accounting.

The actual first quarter Corporate Fund net tax revenue of $110.1 million is 46.9 percent of the budgeted
revenues and is $1.4 million below the collections for the same period in 2017. Actual Corporate Fund non-tax
revenue for the period includes the following: user charge income of $13.8 million, TIF surplus distributions of
$8.3 million, and rental and easement income of $4.5 million. These revenue receipts are within the normal
range for the period.

First quarter actual expenditures of $76.1 million are 20.6 percent of the $370.2 million Corporate Fund
budget. Corporate Fund expenditures through the first quarter are within normal levels. Energy and healthcare
costs, two of the primary expenditure drivers, are monitored closely throughout the year. Energy expenditures
(electricity and gas) through the first quarter 2017 are 14.1 percent below the expenditures for the same period
last year. The decrease is attributable to lower demand of electricity required for pumping/reservoir dewatering
and a decrease in the cost per therm of natural gas. Healthcare costs have remained somewhat flat and are
running 0.6 percent higher than the same period last year.

The two primary economic factors driving the District’'s revenues are the Consumer Price Index (CPI) and the
real estate market. The March Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) decreased 0.1 percent
from February on a seasonally adjusted basis. Over the last 12 months, the all items index increased 2.4
percent before seasonal adjustment. A decline in the gasoline index more than outweighed increases in the
indexes for shelter, medical care, and food to result in the slight seasonally adjusted decline in the all items
index. The energy index fell sharply due mainly to the 4.9 percent decrease in the gasoline index. The index
for food rose 0.1 percent over the month.

The lllinois Association of Realtors reports that March Chicago metropolitan area home sales are down 10.1
percent over March 2017, while the median price has increased 6.4 percent in the same period.

Relatively low inflation over the past two years has resulted in a small annual increase in property tax
revenues. Additionally, increases in the Retirement Fund levy necessary to stabilize the pension fund have
restricted growth in the Corporate, Construction, and Reserve Claim Fund levies. The conservative approach
in development of the 2018 budget along with a plan to control 2018 expenditures is expected to maintain
budgetary fund balances at policy levels to ensure that the District remains on sound financial footing in the
coming years.

The contractor completed
the reassembly of Pump #8 and its motor. All components have been installed and the Maintenance &
Operations Department continues to operate the pump as the weather conditions permit. Final completion
is anticipated in July 2018.

04-128-3P, Westside Primary Settling Tanks 1-9 and Aerated Grit Facility, SWRP. All concrete
structures have been completed, with architectural items such as masonry, doors, windows, waterproofing,
roofing, handrails and painting at 80% complete. The process equipment plumbing, mechanical, HVAC
and electrical installations are progressing, with overall major structures completion estimates as follows:
Tunnel Access Pump Stations 90%, Primary Settling Tanks 95%, Aerated Grit Facility 80%, Primary
Switch Gear at 95% and the Monitoring & Research Laboratory Remodeling 95%. Site work such as
backfill is almost complete, with site paving recently commencing. Substantial Completion is estimated to
be achieved in mid-August 2018 with Final Completion to follow in October 2018.

10-237-3F, Streambank Stabilization on Oak Lawn Creek, Cal-Sag Channel Watershed, Oak Lawn,
lllinois. As of May 2, 2018, the contractor has installed 108 of the 152 soldier piles for the soldier pile
wall.

Also completed: the flooring
system, electrical conduit and wiring, drywall and painting, HVAC piping and ductwork, roofing, glass
installation and work station installation. The major remaining items are: start and balancing of the new air
handling unit, cleanup of the contractor’s work area, relocation of IWD staff and Construction staff into the
new space, and demolition of the old IWD and Construction office trailers.

The City of Blue Island (“Blue Island”) has requested an 8-day permit to use the park area of the District’'s Blue
Island SEPA Station 3 as an athletes’ village and viewing area and to use Cal-Sag Channel Parcel 15.09 for
parking during Blue Island’s “3™ Annual Chicago Southland Dragon Boat Festival” on the Cal-Sag Channel on

June 2, 2018. A similar permit was issued by the Board of Commissioners for last year’s festival.

Parcel 15.09 is currently vacant. An 8-day permit is recommended to allow Blue Island the opportunity to
prepare the permit premises for the event and to clean up and restore the permit premises after the event is
over. Practice sessions will be on June 1, 2018 at Fay’s Point Marina. Floating docks moored underneath the
Chatham Street Bridge will be used to launch and recover the boats during the practice sessions and the
races.

Dear Sir:

In December 2017, the District invited local Cook County governmental entities to submit an application for
potential funding assistance with local flooding issues through the District’'s Phase || Stormwater Management
Program (Phase Il). The applications were sent to the chief elected official in each jurisdiction as well as
agency and other government organization officials, along with being posted on the District’'s website. The
Engineering Department received 64 applications between December 2017 and February 2018.

Staff has reviewed all of the Phase |l project submittals, which were split up into two different categories,
“Shovel Ready” and “Conceptual.” Shovel Ready projects are those that have a completed or nearly
completed design, in which District funding assistance is requested to construct needed stormwater
improvements to address known flooding issues. 34 Shovel Ready project applications were submitted by 27
individual applicants (including municipal, township, and county governmental agencies). Based on a review
of these projects’ intended stormwater benefits, the communities’ household median income, and potential for
coordination with other infrastructure improvements, 14 out of the submitted 27 Shovel Ready projects are
hereby recommended for District funding assistance towards implementation of the proposed projects listed
on the attached table. An exhibit displaying the locations of these projects is also attached.

In regard to the Conceptual projects being considered for potential engineering assistance by the District,
there were 30 applications that were submitted by 25 individual applicants. A separate request will be
prepared and presented at an upcoming Board of Commissioner’s meeting for authorization to proceed with
the recommended Conceptual projects.

It is hereby requested that the Board of Commissioners authorize the District to negotiate Intergovernmental
Agreements (IGAs) with the entities identified on the attached list to allow for the District to assist in the
furtherance of these projects. The terms and conditions of the IGA’s, including funding assistance to be
provided by the District as well as requirements of the local partner agencies, will be defined through
negotiations between the District and the involved entities. Once the parties agree in principle, authority to
enter into the individual IGAs will be sought from the District’s Board of Commissioners.

On November 19, 2015 the Board of Commissioners authorized the District to negotiate an Intergovernmental
Agreement (IGA) with the Village of Berkeley (Village) for the McDermott Drive and Morris Avenue storm
sewer improvements under Phase |l of the Stormwater Management Program.

The proposed improvements, which will provide flood control benefits to 800 structures, include the
construction of two new storm sewers along McDermott Drive and Morris Avenue, expansion of an existing
detention basin, and construction of a new stormwater pumping facility.

On June 2, 2016 the Board of Commissioners authorized the District to enter into this IGA and make payment
to the Village in an amount not to exceed $2,696,000.00. The Village planned to construct the project in two
phases, with the first being completed in 2016 through storm sewer work coordinated with local roadway
improvements funded through a State transportation program. The second phase was bid out by the Village
on March 28, 2018, and since the resulting bids were significantly higher than expected, they were rejected
and the Village proceeded to split the improvements into two separate contracts, one for the sewer work and
the other for excavation and pump station work. The Village has also coordinated with interstate highway
infrastructure improvements in the vicinity to utilize clean spoil materials generated from the Village’s project to
provide an opportunity for cost savings. However, in order to ensure the necessary funding is available for
construction, the Village has requested that the District increase its maximum contribution by $957,622.00 in
addition to the original amount of $2,696,000.00. To date the Village has expended $400,800.00 towards
preliminary engineering and design, and is committed to spending another $455,000.00 for construction
management costs. Cook County, through its Community Development Block Grant-Disaster Recovery
program has offered to contribute $957,622.00 in additional dollars, effectively splitting the additional funding
the Village needs with the District. Increasing the District contribution of this project to an amount not exceed
$3,653,622.00 will ensure these valuable flood control improvements are constructed.

It is respectfully requested that the Board of Commissioners grant authority to amend this IGA and that the
Chairman of the Committee on Finance, Executive Director, and Clerk be authorized to execute said
amendments on behalf of the District upon approval by the Director of Engineering as to technical matters and
by the General Counsel as to form and legality.

Dear Sir:

On January 21, 2016, the Board of Commissioners (Board) authorized the District to enter into an
Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with the Cook County Land Bank Authority (Land Bank) for the
acquisition, conversion to and maintenance of open space of 39 flood-prone properties in the unincorporated
area of Cook County known as Riverside Lawn. The Board authorized the District to make a paymentin an
amount not to exceed $8,000,000.00 toward the total estimated acquisition cost of $12,000,000.00, with the
remainder of the funding beyond the District’s contribution to be provided by Cook County.

As the District’s flood-prone property acquisition program is voluntary, the IGA provided that the Land Bank
would seek to acquire as many of the 39 eligible properties as possible by March 1, 2018. The District
reimburses the Land Bank as acquisitions are completed.

To date, the Land Bank has acquired 21 of the 39 flood-prone properties under the IGA and believes that it can
reengage the remaining homeowners to complete additional voluntary acquisitions. Accordingly, the Land
Bank has requested an amendment to the IGA to allow additional time to acquire the remaining flood-prone
properties. The District and the Land Bank agree that it is in the best interest of both parties and the public to
extend the acquisition timeline until June 30, 2019.

It is requested that the Executive Director recommend to the Board of Commissioners that it authorize the
amendment to the Intergovernmental Agreement with the Cook County Land Bank Authority for the continued
acquisition of flood-prone properties in unincorporated Riverside Lawn.

It is further requested that the Executive Director recommend to the Board of Commissioners that it authorize
the Chairman of the Committee on Finance, the Executive Director, and the Clerk to execute said amendment
to the Intergovernmental Agreement, as well as any documents necessary to effectuate the transaction, upon
approval by the Director of Engineering as to technical matters and by the General Counsel as to form and
legality.

In accordance with the requirement of the State of Illinois Prevailing Wage Act, approved on June 286,
1941, as amended, 820 ILCS 130/0.01, et seq., the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District is required
to pass an ordinance which establishes the prevailing rate of wages for laborers, mechanics and other
workers to be employed on any Metropolitan Water Reclamation District projects.

Accordingly, it is respectfully requested that the Executive Director recommend to the Board of
Commissioners that it adopt the attached Ordinance setting forth the prevailing rate of wages for
construction work in Cook and Fulton Counties as determined and amended by the lllinois Department
of Labor.

Further, it should be noted that the 2017 prevailing rates are still in effect until the lllinois Department of
Labor publishes the 2018 rates. Once the applicable rates are posted by the lilinois Department of
Labor, a copy of same will be attached and hereby incorporated herein by reference for further
distribution as provided.

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ORDINANCE PWR 18-001

An Ordinance to Determine the Prevailing Rate of Wages

WHEREAS, the State of Illinois has enacted the "Prevailing
Wage Act," 820 ILCS 130/0.01, et seq.

WHEREAS, the aforesaid Act requires that the Metropolitan
Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago investigate and
ascertain the prevailing rate of wages as defined in said Act for
laborers, mechanics and other workers in the locality of said
Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago
employed in performing construction of public works for said
Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago. This
includes any maintenance, repair, assembly, or disassembly work
performed on equipment, whether owned, leased or rented.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Board of
Commissioners of the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of
Greater Chicago:

SECTION 1: To the extent and as required by the "Prevailing
Wage Act," the general prevailing rate of wages in this locality
for laborers, mechanics and other workers engaged in construction
of public works coming under the jurisdiction of the Metropolitan
Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago is hereby
ascertained to be the same as the prevailing rate of wages for
construction work in Cook and Fulton County areas as determined
and amended by the Illinois Department of Labor. Further it
should be noted that the 2017 prevailing rates are still in
effect until the Illinois Department of Labor publishes the 2018
rates. Once the applicable rates are posted by the Illinois
Department of Labor, a copy of same will be attached and hereby
incorporated herein by reference for further distribution as
provided. The definition of any terms appearing in this Ordinance
which are also used in aforesaid Act shall be the same as in said
Act.

SECTION 2: Nothing herein contained shall be construed to
apply said general prevailing rate of wages as herein ascertained
to any work or employment except public works construction of the
Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago to the
extent required by the aforesaid Act.

SECTION 3: The Clerk of the Metropolitan Water Reclamation
District of Greater Chicago shall publicly post or keep available
for inspection by any interested party in the main office of the
Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago this
determination of such prevailing rate of wage.
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SECTION 4: The Clerk of the Metropolitan Water Reclamation
District of Greater Chicago shall mail a copy of this
determination to any employer, and to any association of
employers and to any person or association of employees who have
filed their names and addresses, requesting copies of any
determination stating the particular rates and the particular
class of workers whose wages will be affected by such rates.

SECTION 5: The Clerk of the Metropolitan Water Reclamation
District of Greater Chicago shall promptly file a certified copy
of this Ordinance with both the Secretary of State and the
Department of Labor of the State of Illinois.

SECTION 6: The Clerk of the Metropolitan Water Reclamation
District of Greater Chicago shall cause to be published in a
newspaper of a general circulation within the District’s area a
copy of this Ordinance, and such publication shall constitute
notice that the determination is effective and that this is the
determination of the public body.
