Authorization to revise the Contract Change Order Policy for Capital Improvement Construction
Projects

Dear Sir:

On November 15, 2012, the Board of Commissioners authorized the inclusion of a 5%
contingency line item in construction contracts and increased the approval authority of the
Director of Engineering from $10,000 to $100,000 per change. This authority did not include the
Director of Maintenance and Operations, as the types of contracts managed by Maintenance
and Operations at that time were able to be administered within estimated values.

Currently, the Maintenance and Operations Department manages construction contracts
similar to those of the Engineering Department in overall size and scope. Therefore, it is
recommended that the change order policy be revised to include Maintenance and Operations
Capital Improvement construction projects. Specifically, authorization is requested to include a
5% contingency line item in each Maintenance and Operations construction contract for errors
and omissions, and unforeseen circumstances only. All changes in scope will continue to
require Board approval.

Consistent with the Director of Engineering’s approval authority, it is further recommended that
the approval authority limit of the Director of Maintenance and Operations be increased from
the current $10,000 limit to $100,000 per change. Reporting requirements will remain
unchanged to ensure full transparency to the Board and the public.

These changes will provide staff with the means to make timely field decisions and keep
projects on schedule.

It is hereby recommended that the Board of Commissioners authorize the Director of
Maintenance and Operations and the Director of Procurement and Materials Management to
execute contract change orders as outlined herein.

It is also recommended that the Resolution adopted by the Board on May 7, 1998, which
authorized the Chief of Maintenance and Operations to approve certain change orders, be
amended to authorize the Director of Maintenance and Operations to approve construction
project change orders up to $100,000 per change, until such time as the 5% contingency

The purpose of this contract is to demolish 16 residential buildings acquired by the District in
Harvey to eliminate safety concerns and to prepare the site for the future Central Park
Stormwater Detention Basin. Property acquisition for the project site has been completed and
all residents in the project area have moved into their replacement housing. The detention basin
and separate storm sewer improvements will be constructed in a later phase, anticipated to
commence in 2027, pending ongoing coordination with the lllinois Department of
Transportation.

The engineer’s estimated cost for this contract is between $893,112.10 and $1,081,136.70.

On December 10, 2025, Contract 25-RFP-22 Legal Services for Workers’ Compensation
Defense was publicly advertised. On January 9, 2026, the District received a total of seven (7)
responsive proposals from the following vendors: Dennis Noble and Associates, P.C.; Downey
& Lenkov LLC; Hinshaw & Culbertson LLP; Keefe, Campbell, Biery & Associates; Nyhan,
Bambrick, Kinzie & Lowry P.C.; Odelson, Murphey, Frazier & McGrath Ltd.; and Rusin Law,
Ltd.

The proposals were evaluated by staff from the Human Resources Department, the Law
Department, and the Procurement and Materials Management Department. The criteria for
these evaluations were outlined in Request for Proposal 25-RFP-22 and included:
understanding of the services; approach to the work; technical competence; personnel
effectiveness; and specialized expertise. Following the preliminary evaluation of the proposals,
all seven (7) proposers were invited to a finalist interview.

Finalist interviews were conducted on February 3-4, 2026. On February 23, 2026, a solicitation
was sent to the finalists for an unqualified “best and final” offer. The “best and final” offers were
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returned to the Director of Procurement and Materials Management on March 2, 2026.

Based on the evaluation of the proposals using the criteria described above and the pricing
provided in the “best and final” offer, it is recommended that contracts be awarded to three
firms: Dennis Noble and Associates, P.C.; Nyhan, Bambrick, Kinzie & Lowry P.C.; and Rusin
Law, Ltd. These firms have attorneys on staff with extensive defense litigation experience
before the lllinois Workers’ Compensation Commission (IWCC) in Chicago, and the firms
demonstrated a clear understanding of the services being requested in 25-RFP-22.

Dennis Noble of Dennis Noble and Associates, P.C. has extensive experience and success in
defending the District at the IWCC as well as at the Appellate Court level. Nyhan, Bambrick,
Kinzie & Lowry P.C. have also been successful in representing the District in the past eight
years. Rusin Law, Ltd. demonstrated that they have extensive experience and success
representing public entities both at the IWCC and the Appellate Court level.

Affirmative Action Goals under Appendices A and V were not included in this contract due to the
scope of services to be performed under this contract, which do not provide practical
opportunities for subcontracting.

In view of the foregoing, it is requested that the Director of Procurement and Materials

The quantities specified in the contract documents were used for the purpose of comparing
bids and establishing unit prices. The total amount to be expended on this contract, should
usage differ from the quantities, is not to exceed $144,000.00 for Group A and not to exceed
$127,000.00 for Group B.

Advance Sweeping Services, Inc., the lowest responsible bidder for Groups A and B, is
proposing to perform the contract in accordance with the specifications. The combined
estimated cost for this contract is $271,000.00, placing the bid of $258,126.88, approximately
4.7% below the engineer’s estimate for Groups A and B combined.
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The Multi-Project Labor Agreement (MPLA) will not be included in this contract because of the
specialized nature of the work involved.

The Affirmative Action Ordinance Revised Appendix D and Appendix V will not be included in
this contract due to an insufficient number of MBE, WBE, or VBE firms available to perform the
scope of work.

The contract will require approximately two (2) people for the services.

The work under this contract shall commence upon approval of the contractor’s bond and
terminate thirty-six (36) months later, or upon expenditure of available funds, whichever occurs
sooner.

In view of the foregoing, it is recommended that the Director of Procurement and Materials
Management be authorized to award Contract 26-612-11 to Advance Sweeping Services, Inc.,
in an amount not to exceed $271,000.00 for Groups A and B combined, subject to the
contractor furnishing a performance bond in form satisfactory to the Law Department and
approved by the Director of Procurement and Materials Management.

Funds for Group B for the 2026 expenditure, in the amount of $31,000.00, are available in
Account 101-68000-612420.

In response to a public advertisement of February 18, 2026, a bid opening was held on March
10, 2026. The bid tabulation for this contract is:

The quantities specified in the contract documents were used for the purpose of comparing
bids and establishing unit prices. The total amount to be expended on this contract, should
usage differ from the quantities, is not to exceed $75,000.00.

The Director of Procurement and Materials Management has reviewed the bidders’ list for this
contract and is satisfied that the market for this service has been adequately solicited. A
planholders’ survey revealed the following reason for not bidding: project was outside of their
scope of work. In light of these findings, the Director of Procurement and Materials
Management is of the opinion that the bid received is a fair and reasonable price, and nothing
would be gained by rejecting the sole bid and re-advertising this contract.

Chicago Tire, Inc., the sole responsible bidder, is proposing to perform the contract in
accordance with the specifications. The estimated cost for this contract was $75,000.00,

placing their bid of $69,226.04 approximately 7.7% below the engineer’s estimate.

The Multi-Project Labor Agreement (MPLA) was not included in this contract because the
classification of work does not fall within the provisions of the MPLA.

In response to a public advertisement of November 19, 2025, a bid opening was held on
February 3, 2026. The bid tabulation for this contract is:

On February 5, 2026, Industria, Inc., the apparent low bidder for Group A, sent an email
withdrawing their bid due to errors in calculating their prices incorrectly. Based on the above,
their bid is considered non-responsive and rejected in the public’s best interest. The Director of
Procurement and Materials Management has informed Industria, Inc. of this action.

A review by the Diversity Administrator for the next low bidder for Group A, Independent
Mechanical Industries, Inc. (Independent), revealed that they had a shortfall for their MBE
utilization goal. Independent committed t018.84% MBE participation.. However, for this project,
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the goal for MBE was 20%. In addition, the bidder did not submit a waiver for the MBE shortfall.
Therefore, Independent did not comply with the Affirmative Action Ordinance Revised Appendix
D: Section 15. Utilization Plan Submission (b) (c) and Section 16. Bid Submission Compliance
Review (a) (ii). The Director of Procurement and Materials Management has notified
Independent that their bid for Group A is considered non-responsive and rejected.

A review by the Diversity Administrator for the next low bidder for Group A, Granite Construction
Co. (Granite), revealed that the bidder committed to 1% MBE, 0% WBE, and 0.40% VBE goals,
and did not submit a waiver with its bid. The goals for the contract were 20% MBE, 9% WBE,
and 3% VBE. Granite failed to meet the MBE and WBE goal requirements under the Affirmative
Action Ordinance Revised Appendix D: Section 15. Utilization Plan Submission (b)(c)(e) and
Section 16. Bid Submission Compliance Review (a)(ii). The Director of Procurement and
Materials Management has notified Granite that their bid is considered non-responsive and
rejected.

John Burns Construction Company, LLC (John Burns), the lowest responsible bidder for Group
A, is proposing to perform the contract in accordance with the specifications. The estimated
cost range for Group A is between $15,100,000.00 and $18,280,000.00, placing the bid of
$14,993,000.00 approximately 0.7% below the low end of the cost range.

Autumn Construction Services, Inc., the apparent low bidder for Group B sent a letter dated
February 6, 2026 withdrawing their bid due to errors in calculating their base estimate for the
work. Therefore, their bid is considered non-responsive and rejected in the public’s best
interest. The Director of Procurement and Materials Management has informed Granite of this
action.

John Burns Construction Company, LLC., the lowest responsible bidder for Group B, is
proposing to perform the contract in accordance with the specifications. The estimated cost
range for Group B is between $3,480,000.00 and $4,210,000.00, placing the bid of
$2,968,000.00 approximately 14.7% below the low end of the cost range.

The Affirmative Action Ordinance Revised Appendix D goals for this contract are 20% Minority
Business Enterprise (MBE) and 9% Women Business Enterprise (WBE). The goal for
Veteran-Owned Business Enterprise (VBE) is 3%. The goals above apply to each group.

John Burns is in compliance with the Affirmative Action Ordinance Revised Appendix D for
Group A as indicated in the attached report. The MBE and WBE utilization goals offered for this
contract are 20.19% MBE and 15.28% WBE. The policy goal for VBE participation offered is
3.01%.

John Burns is in compliance with the Affirmative Action Ordinance Revised Appendix D for
Group B as indicated in the attached report. The MBE and WBE utilization goals offered for this
contract are 20.31% MBE and 9.05% WBE. The policy goal for VBE participation offered is
0.62%.

John Burns has executed the Multi-Project Labor Agreement (MPLA) certificate as required. It is
anticipated that the following trades will be utilized on this contract: painters, laborers, truck
drivers, carpenters, bricklayers, ironworkers, plumbers, insulators, electricians, pipefitters,
machinists, and millwrights. The list of construction trades is not intended to confer any rights

or jurisdiction upon any union or unions.
